There
is no resson to suppose that since then
the ber of rural inhabi has in-
creased faster than the inhabitants of
the city. We have not at hand the
figures of the number of voters in city
and county according to the last revision
for the Provineial elections, but the vot-
ers list for the Dominion elections will
serve as a guide. According to that list
there are 18,007 voters in the city and
county of Bt. John, of whom 10,736 are in
the city, and only 2,271 in the remainder
of the county. Is it reasonable to give
2,271 voters in four country parishes two
members, and 10,736 voters in a busy
and enterprising city, four members? 1f
we take the matter of valuation into ac-
count the unfairness of such an arrange-
ment to this city becomes still more
glaring. The assessed valuation of the
real and personal property of the city of
St. John is about eight times as great as
that of the four rural parishes. Here
are the figures taken from the returns
made to the legislature last year:—

If the proposed arrangement is car-
ried out, therefore, each St. John city
member will represent 2.634 voters and
$4,909,025 worth of property, while
each couuty member will only repre-
sent 1,135 voters and $1,201,997 worth of
property. Why ghould the rural voter
be regarded of so much more importance
than the city voter, as such an arrange-
ment a8 this would seem to involve.

If it is desired to change the present
system of representation in St. John, that
object can best be accomplished by
dividing the county into three ridings to
Dbe called St. John West, 8t. John Centre
and St. John East, each riding to return
two members of the House of Assembly.
St. John Centre would comprise the six
old city wards on the east side. St.John
East would comprise St. Martins,
Simonds, and Lansdowne, Dufferin and
Victoria wards, while St. John West
wonld comprise Lorne, Stanley, Carleton,
Mt ashand Lancaster. This would be
a fairly equitable division according to
population, and might be so modified as
to make it adhere still more closely to
the idea of representation by population.
