Natural Undyed Tool.
Prof. David Honeyman, curator of 

Nova Scotia’s museum of natural science, 
dropped dead on the street in Halifax 
yesterday afternoon, aged 75. He was 
the greatest living authority on the 
geology of eastern Nova Scotia and Cape 
Breton, the founder of the Nova Scotia 
institute of natural science, and honorary 
member of many learned and scientific 
societies of England and France, and a 
prominent member of the Royal society 
of Canada. He was the author of a large 
number of pamphlets on Nova Scotia’s 
geology and resources. Heart disease 
was the cause of his death. Dr. Honey- 
man had charge of Nova Scotia’s exhibits 
at the London, Paris and Philadelphia 
exhibitions.
