He is invariably 
accompanied by five Samoye dogs, which 
have been trained to march in single file 
behind him.

When His Majesty addressed some 
troops a few days ago and admonished 
them in these words, “Remember, y

is brave, bold and cunning,” he 
couM' net disguise his emotion. He is 
grieved over what he considers to be the 
treacherous conduct of the Japanese. It 
is known that the Czar has received at 
least three personal letters from Euro­
pean severe gne expieasing their hearti­
est sympathy. The potentates are the 
Emperor W Warn of Germany, King 
Christian cf Diomnk and King Oscar 
of Sweden am) Norway. The letter from 
the Emperor William cpndudes with the 
significant words : “God. is with us.”
The others are of the friendliest char­
acter. and contain warm assurances.

Military activity is proceeding ora an 
ever-increasing scale, and all is in. readi­
ness for the mobilization of Che entire 
Russian army, should that become ne-' 
cessary. In a fortnight 100,000 addi­
tional troops will be in Manchuria. Three 
army corps of Siberian Rifles have al­
ready been organized, and a fourth, will 
soon be completed. There is also a 
brigade of Cossack artillery, armed with 
excellent mountain guns.

General Kouropatkin has been relieved 
of his fonctions as minister of war and 
has been appointed commander-in-chief 
of the Russian army in the Far East.

A dispatch from Harbin, dated1 Febru­
ary 20th, says that the railway is in 
working order, and that the Japanese 
who attempted to blow up the bridge 
over the Sungari river have been hanged).
Bands of bandits have been observed 
under Japanese leadership, and are be­
ing pursued. Almost all the civilian in­
habitants of Harbin have left, and the 
remainder of the population is quièt. The 
movement of troops is causing heavy 
traffic dn the railway. All the Japanese 
laborers on the railroad have fled1 and the 
Chinese laborers returned to wdrk after 
their New Year celebrations.

chantmen, attended by violations of in­
ternational-law. The decree of the Em­
peror of Japan declaring war was not 
issued until February 11th.”

A Japan exchange arriving on the 
Athenian, this morning, in commenting 
on. the situation, points out that Russia's 
position is very weak iu the Far East.

SR Petersburg, Feb. 22.—Carnival 
week closed on Saturday night, and yes­
terday all classes of the populace, from 
the highest to the lowest, began the ob­
servance of Lent, with even more vigor 
than usual, doing, penance and pmryilig 
for the success of the Russian arms.

The directors of the Nippon Y ils on

But the present 
system is that the sums allowed by the 
treasury are for services actually per­
formed, and since the services cannot be 
performed owing to withdrawlal of the 
steamers for other purposes, the pay­
ments from the treasury necessarily 
cease. Iu addition to the less of this 
important source of income, there is the 
fact that the steamers are chartered at 
very low rates, much lower than those 
now ruling in the open market. Thus 
from every point of view the company 
will suffer heavily, and its employees are 
warned to be prepared for the fact.

The Associated Press learns that at 
the present moment Spain and Great 
Britain are on the verge of concluding 
an arbitration treaty and that in other 
ways their diplomatic relations are closer 
than they have been for years past.

At the Spanish embassy here it was 
emphatically declared that the 
meats of Spanish troops were not due to 
a warning from Great Britain or any 
other power, but were simple and unim­
portant precautions that all nations must 
make when one of the great powers is 
involved in war.

Port Arthur is said to be entirely out 
of beef and vegetables and drawing 
upon Dalny for a slim supply.

Troops are being rushed towards the 
Yalu with all expedition possible.

The Pronto was sent from Port Ar­
thur to Dalny for refugees, chiefly Jap­
anese women. While leaving Port Ar­
thur. with all lights out, she was fired 
upon by a Russian cruiser, fifteen shots 
striking her upper works. It was sub­
sequently explained that she was mis­
taken for a Japanese torpedo boat. The 
entrance to Dalny is honeycombed with 
mines. Nothing was seen on the passage 
to this port of either the Russian or the 
Japanese fleets.

Paris, Feb. 22.—The Gil Bias affirms 
that at the last council of ministers it 
was decided definitely to pnt off Presi­
dent Loubet’s visit to Italy, but the rea­
son for the postponement of the Presi­
dent’s trip has not yet been announced.

Foreign Minister Delcasse informed 
President Loubett and his colleagues 
that the Russian army operations will 
not begin seriously before April, and it 
is considered impossible that the Presi­
dent shall take part in the fetes which 
will attend his visit while the ally of 
France is engaged in a desperate strug­
gle.

Time May Come When Neutrality of 
China Will Be Neither Possible 

Nor Desirable.

New York, Feb. 22.—The Chinese 
minister here, says a Cable to the World/ 
from Berlin, with an ostentation- that 
has been entirely foreign t'o him, has 
proclaimed that China’s neutrality is 
only temporary ; -that no one, even - the 
astutes/t diplomats, can tell what change 
a day may bring forth in China's» .atti­
tude. Says the minister in a published 
interview: “It should never be forgotten 
that the war will be fought out in Mam- 
ckuria ora -Chinese territory, and! that tiré 
excitement of the Chinese people will 
increase as the war progresses.

“‘Naturally, therefore, the Chinese 
govemnlent may he expected on any one 

, day to decide that ife continued neutral­
ity is neither possible nor desirable. 
Thirty thousand drilled' Chinese troops 
are stationed in the province of Ohi Li 
ready at a moment’s notice from Pekin 
to enfer Manchuria. Our nation admires 
the Japanese and sympathizes decidedly 
with their efforts."

Although no one iu authority here will 
say that the Asiatic cruiser squadron is 
being mobilized at Shanghai, says the 
Washington correspondent of the Her­
ald, because of the report that a Chinese 
squadron is going to drive the Russian 
cruiser Mandjur out of the harbor, it hr 
understood this may have something to 
dk> with the direction of American, naval 
activity in the Far East. It is believed 
here by some that the action of China, 
if she demands the Russian- cruiser’s 
withdrawal, will have to be supported by 
the powers, most of whom have warships 
at Shanghai. It is claimed that other 
nations are bound- to help China main­
tain her neutrality if she finds she can­
not do so herself.

At Winnipeg.
Winnipeg, Feb. 20.—The flour plant of 

Ogilvie s Milling Company is standing 
idle, as a result of the fuel scarcity, 
caused by the snow blockade along the 
railways. The flour mill, employing 
about 150 men, has not been able to turn 
a wheel since Thursday morning, and 
the oat mill is running oh half time, the 
power being contributed from some 
slight wood fuel.

Travellers who left Gainsboro on the 
Souris branch of the Canadian Pacific 
railway for Winnipeg, only reached here 
yesterday o 1 the road. The delay was 
caused by i' e snow blockade which has 
interrupted railway traffic generally dur­
ing the past week.

The outrage is attributed' to Chinese 
coolies who have fallen into great dis­
tress owing to a sudden lowering of 
wages by the Russian authorities. Great 
numbers of these coolies were employed 
transporting goods between Newchwang 
and Port Arthur. But many of them 
have been thrown out of employment 
and the others find it difficult to support 
life on th% pittance they are earning. 
If the greater part of the inhabitants of 
Manchuria were bent upon doing an in­
jury to tlie railway, it would become a 
very precarious asset.

Londpn, Feb. 22.-*The latest advices 
of Baron Hayashi, the Japanese minister 
to Great Britain, led him to believe that 
the Japanese troops» may now wait pos­
sibly two or, three months before under­
taking: aggressive Operations in. Man­
churia. He said:

“We/have found.that Russia is so .'un­
expectedly unprepared that I should not 
be surprised if the Japanese land forces 
contented themselves with establishing a 
thorough organization and advancing as 
the construction of the railway towards 
the Yalu river progresses. Russia ap­
pears to be less prepared than was 
China in 1895. I believe that only three 
trains a day can be run through Man­
churia. Supposing these are equally di­
vided between troops and supplies, as 
would be necessary, -Russia could not per­
ceptibly strengthen her land forces be­
fore April. Japan’s bavai coup had been 
so unexpectedly successful that I rather 
think our troops will take their time. The

Russian Vladivostock Squadron Will 
Return to Hakodate Next Month.

Nagasaki, Feb. 22.—The steamer 
Stolberg has arrived here from Vladi- 
costock with twenty white foreigners,
150 Chinese and 50 Japanese.
