It is true that Mr. McNeil says it
is custowary to ship the fish of different
persons in one name and he speaks of a
portion of one shipment belonging to
another person, but here, again, it was
open to the defendants to show precisely
theq y that bel, d to them. This,
they have not done and it is not for me to
supply this omission by guess work,on my
port. I think, therefore, it will be clear
to any unbiased mind, that the defendants
have failed to show lawful excuse for
having fish in their possession (as charged).

The objections raised by Mr. Carman
were argued with much force and ability,
and I will now proceed to state my opinion
upon the one obgection (reserved). So far
as I can gather from the law and regula-
tions, the close time for smelts is from the
15th of April to the 15th of May, during
which time no one is allowed to fish for
smelts byany means whatever. Thisis pro-
hibited by" regulations made under the
authority of the Act and if the proceedings
here were for fixhing within the-close time,
the Erosecuhon would undoubtedly have
a right to prove the regulation in the way
pointed out by the Act,that is by produc-
mg a copy of the Canada Gazette contain-
ing said regulations, and failing to do that
then Mr. Carman’s objection would be
well founded and the case for the prosecu-
tion must fall to the grownd, but in this
case I tind that the Act itself provides that
bag nets etc., are prohibited " at all times,
except under special license. - I find, from
the evidence of Mr. Hogan and Mr. Amos
Perley, fishery officers, that licenses have
under authority of the Act (and not by vir-
tue of any regulation) been issued for
the last two years to parties applying for
them, giving them the right to fish for
smelts with nets, ete., from the 1st of
November to the 15th of February; that
fishing for smelts with bag nets ‘at any
time other than that mentioned in the
licence is declared illegal by the Act itself,
or, in other words, the only right to tish as
already described as that given by license,
and this was well understood by all the
parties engaged in fishing and by the de-
fendants themselves. It will thus appear
that these proceedings are by virtue of the
Act and not by virtue of any regulation
made under the Act, and on this point I
am therefore obliged to decide against the
defendants. With the hardship of the Act
I have nothing to do, although it appears
to me that if the fish are to be protected

The Nerthwest Bridge.

Sourn WesrT, 9th April, 1879.

To the Editor of the Miramichi Adrvance.

DEAR Sir:—We observe in yourissue of
the 3rd inst., a communication on the
North West Bridge that is now being
rebuilt, and so far as we are able to judge,
the statements and description therein
given, are, in the main, correct. How it
has come about that the repairs on this
bridge have been allowed by the Govern-
ment to be done in a manner so directly
opposite to what was intended by the
plans aud specificatious issued, it is im-
possible for any one having any practical
knowledge of such work to conceive. We
should like to know on what principle the
Provincial Government is acting in this
matter. By the advertisements which
appeared soliciting tenders, it was suppos-
ed that this bridge was to be repaired and
rebuilt in as good and substantial a man-
ner as possible, judging from the reported
character of the work to be done, and in-
deed what the specifications and plans
actually required. We are informed that
the bridge was to be totally stripped and
a‘new structure completely built from low
water mark, but it would appear from
the present appearance of the work that the
contractor has taken it on himself to ignore
and cast aside the original plans and
specifications, and is evidently making a
botch or patch-work of this most import-
ant bridge, which is second to none in this
County in the importance of its trafic, be-
ing one of the links of the great highway
leading From Miramichi to Frederiction,
passing through the great South West
Valley.
