Vigorous
working of the pump handle soon
brought water and a couple of pailsfull
put out the fire, One of the children,
Helen, was fearfully burned and died
several hours late at the Massachusetts
General Hospitﬁl. The other two, while
also receiving painful burns, will re-
cover.

(’MEARA PRAISES BOSTON'S
POLICE DEPARTMENT

No Corruption There, He Says—Advises
Glosing Vof Bars on Sundays
and Holidays.

BOSTON, Jan. 2.—Police Commis-
sioner O’Meara today sent to Governor
Guild his first annual report. The
commisisoner pays high tribute to the
efficiency of the Boston police force,
and says that he has discovered, ““No
evidence of that corruption which is
the curse of the police department of
some othcer large cities.”

The commissioner takes up the ques-
tion of Sunday work, and urges the
necessity of a clearer and fuller ex-
planation of the meaning of works of
“necessity and charity.”

The report also contains a recom-
mendation that the law relative to re-
structions on sales of liquor on election
days be amended to conform with the
respective laws affecting Sundays and
holidays.

LONGEVITY ON INCREASE,
AVERAGE LIFE 29 YEARS

This is an Increase of Five Years During
the Past Century.

NEW YORK, Jan. 2—Various sec-
tions of the American Association for
the Advancement of Science were in
session at Columbia University today.
In the chemical section a great number
of papers were on the programme to be
read today, many of them dealing with
problems of human nutrition and di-
gestion,

The American of the future will be
a taller man, stronger, more intellec-
tual, s-more humanitarian and will live
longer than the American of today, is
the opinion of Dr. W. J. McGee, one of
the directors of the St. Louis Museum.
This opinion was expressed by Dr. Mc-
Gee in“a paper entitled, “The Ameri-
cans of To-morrow,” which was read
before -the anthropological section "of
the meeting.

“At the present time,” said Dr.
McGee, in support of his contention,
“every babe born lives on an average
29 years. Half a century ago the aver-
age life was 27 years, and 100 years
back the span of life was 24 to 25 years,
thus showing that the longevity is in-
creasing.” .

In the opinion of Dr. McGee, John
D. Rockefeller is tyrical of the Amer-
ican of to-morrow. He described Mr.
Rockefeller 45 “the incarnation of con-
centrated effort,” and declared that
from an anthropological point of view
he undoubtedly represented the coming
American, He characterized Mr. Rock-
efeller’'s great wealth as only inciden-
tal and said that whatever line of bus-
iness Mr. Rockefeller had chosen he
would have taken first rank.

DISCONTENT REIGNS
IN GERMANY

P

Situation Vague Till Atfer
Reichstag Elections.

R

Enormous Cost of the Kalser's Weltpolitik .
Has Wearied the People — Agricul-
tural Classes Suffer, but Industry
Has its Hands Fuil.

BBERLIN, Jan. 2.—The prospects for
Germany in 1907 are by no means
wholly gright. In regard to the foreign
relations they are clearer than they

‘were in the first half of 1906, during

which war was more than once
threatened; at present there is practi-
cally no cloud on the horizon, although
there is palpable sensitiveness in Ger-
many’s relations with oll other coun-
tries except Austria which may on very
slight provocation awaken a storm.
Respecting internal conditions the
prospects are anything but reassuring,
and it may well be that the empire is
now at the zenith of her present cycle
of prosperity. !
How 1907 will materidlize depends
largely upon the election on January
25 and the mutual attitude of the gov-
ernment and the next Reichstag to one
another. If the government does not

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS

Any even numbered section of Dom-
inion Lands in Manitoba, Saskatche«
wan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26,
not reserved, may be homesteaded by
any person who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years of
age, io the extent of one-quarter scee
iton ot 169 acres, more or less.

Intry must be made personally, at
‘he locai land cifice for the district in
wanick tire jand is situate.

The homesteader is required to pers
Jorm ‘he condltions connected there=
with urder one of the following plans:

(1) AL least six rmonths’ residence
upon and cultivation of the land in
each yeal Ior thi'co years.

(2) 't e father (or inother, it tne
futher s deceased) of the homesteader
resides upon .z farm in the vicinity of
the inndd onteced rfor, ‘he requirements
aa to recidence may be salisfied by
such persan residing with the (ather or
mother.

\3) If the seitler tas his permanent
rosidance upon tarming and owned Ly

; htm in the vicinity of the horestend,

the requirsents as to rosidence may
be stisfied by tesidence uwpon the sald
land.
