Other maladies each accountable for
ten or more deaths were: Inflamma.-
tion of the lungs, 132; heart diseass,
7 old age, 124; cancer, 53; kidney dis-
ease, 42; meningijtis, 22; paralysis, 39;
stemach disease, 20; disease ef ihe
Lowels, 10; convulsions, 10; general d=-
Liaity, 10. Of the 958 deaths recorded,
463 were of the age of 10 and upwards,
of whom 144 were between 80 and %9,
ang¢ 35 were above the latter age.

Ot the 512 marriages where the bride
and groom were of the same creerd,
there were 174 Roman Catholies, :16
Presbyterian, 49 Methodist, 12 Episco-
ralian, 10 Baptist and eight of other
crceds, In 143 marriages the bride and
g:ccm were of different denominatjons.

Of the 1205 births there were 537
ma'es, and 608 females. The number
of birtlr exceeded the whole number’of
deaths by 247. Charlottetown and Roy-
aity are credited with 26 births, all ef

Bult in Three Saparate Pats, Each With
its Car, Molor ani Screw,

PARIS, March 8—A singlar type of
airship, invented by Herr Zorn, has
just - been financed to the extent of
2,000,000 marks by an airship company
in Krefeid. The balloon is 121 metres
long and consists of three separate
parts, each of ‘which is itself a com-
piete -airship. The three parts, which
are attached to” one another by flex-
ible connections, may be regarded as
the “head,” “body” and “tail” of this
novel dirigible, which is known as the
“worm airship.”

This peculiar arrangement is said to
enable it to withstand the influences
of the weather and successfully to en-
counter storms. The three airships are
so connected that the ‘head” and
“tail” units can move ind-pendently of
the “body,”.and Sence it motion may
‘he compared with that ‘of a fish ar
worm. S

All three airships are enclosed in an
outer envelope, which combines them
to form a single dirigible. But as the
lparts are flexibly connected and each
is provided with an elevation and lat-
' eral rudder and also with its own car,

Anderson of yale has shown by a Sys-—
tem of balances how the wo?ght of
the body increases at head or foot ac-
cording to the action of thought; how
a multiplication problem will call blood
to the head; how the thought of run-
ning will send blood to the feeﬁ. Prof.
Lombard, of Ann Arbor University,
has tried to find a place for the soul
in the spinal column, as the Chinese
lcng ago tried to fit it into the stom-
ach.

But the speculators do not agree.
After all the weighing and measuring,
after all the tests for locating the geat
of memory, the seat of calcu]at!on, the
seat’ of color and sound perception and
so on through the long list, the mys-
tery only deepens. What is the mind?
Science does not know. What is the
soul? Science is hopelessly ignorant.
All of the investigating to date has re-
sulted merely in a cataloguing of
senses, in subdividing the list. of ele-
ments already known or guessed.

For example, in this wonderful year
just past, gcientific men have both ad-
mitted and denied that there is such a
thing as telepathy——that men may and
do send messages from brain to brain
without sound or gight. It is admitted
that an electric message in dots and
dashes, or in spoken words, may be
sent from hilltop to hilltop or through
the steel and stone of a city without a
wire. But the wireless of the brain is
still held to be “not proven.” When
wireless telegraphy was first proposed
the skeptics said’ it couldn’t be done
because there was ‘no medium—that
there had to be a wire. When mental
telegraphy was first  broached as
a seriously advanced scientific idea,
Goldwin Smith, for example, said that
the idea was not feasible because there
was ‘‘no medium.”

Nevertheless, thousands of records of
experiment are offered in proof of the
claim that thought, as a form. of vi-
bration, can travel without wires from
one mind to another. One of the an-
swers to this claim is that what passes
for Prain wireless is either coincidence
or “suggestion.”” It is admitted that
what is called thought starts up, a
series of vibrations resembling the vi-
brations knows as electricity—which
may, indeed, be a form of electricity.
But how these vibrations travel, if they
travel at all, is not yet proved. To get
a wireless electrical message the re-
ceiving instrument must be turned to
exactly the right key, to 'a fine sub-
division of what is called & musical
note. To catch a wireless brain cur-
rent it is assumed by those who hold
to the telepathy theory that the receiv-
ing brain will have to be correspond-
ingly attuned to the brain of the con-
scious or unconScious sender. It is
