If they were not
not Catholics, and evidently for the
most part they were not, the Ency-
clical was a protest against crimes
which violated human and divine
rights.

access to God, and in fact the
Church prays that he may employ
it to return to her motherly care. In
point of fact, the Ghurch has recour-
se¢ to excommunication mainly to
kring an erring subject to hig senses
Frror or wiciousness often blinds its
victim and causes him to rush head-
:ong to destruction, not only of him-
self, but of his assoctates. Hence the
Churches fulminates her severest
Penalties against him in order to
raake him realize the enormity of his
errers and the idreadful issue of his
course.
