If the ventyre
should result in saving tha bank momaw
there are other banking institutions in Hali-
fax that might follow the example, such as
the Union, Pcoples, Merchants snd Hak-
fax Banking company. Some of thewy do
not have many branches and congsdagntly
the quantity of printing required is susller
but all of them together use a lot of it.
