Lens Is another and the valley 
of the Scarpo another.

Here the Germans never cease coun­
ter-attacking.

Field Marshal Sir Douglas Haig re­
fuses to sacrifice his men In frontal 
attacks on such positions, but he Is 
gradually cutting away the fabric 
known as the Hindenburg line.

French Statement.

_ concerning the
fighting at Bullecourt this morning 
show that the enemy made a deliber­
ate attempt, by a series of strong and 
carefully concerted attacks, powerful­
ly supported by artillery and trench 
mortar fire, to drive our troops out of 
Bullecourt and the section of the Hin­
denburg line held by us east of the vil­
lage.

“In all four attacks were undertaken 
by the enemy. The first of these was 
launched at four a. m. upon the right 
flank of our position In the Hindenburg 
line, and temporarily gained a footing 
In our trenches. The enemy was 
Immediately and completely ejected by 
our counter-attack, leaving 260 killed 
and wounded in our lines. A simul­
taneous attack on the left flank of our 
loeltion was dispersed by our artil­

lery.
