THE WEBK'S BUSINESS.

A BIG RISE IN PRICES OF
MANUFACTURERS IN THE
UNITED STATES.

Business Failuresin Both the United
States and Canada Are Very Much
Fewer Than Last Year—A Heavy
Advance Recorded in the Price
of Iron.

Nzw Yoex,June 9.—R. G, Dun & Co’e.
Weekly Review of Trade tomorrow will
say:—

The past week has brought & rise in
prices n:t equalied in any other week of
meny years. Iron products have ad-
vanced 8.82 per cent in one week and pig
iron 4.6 rer cent, following advances of
8 per cent in pig snd 4 per cent in pro-
duots during May. Cotton has advanced
1 per cent 8nd cotton goods 1 8 per cens
during the week, with woolen goods
8 per cent and boots and shoes
1 per cemt. A littla reaction of
6 per ' cent. appears in l:stber snd 7
in hides, but the characteristic of the
time is that expectation of higher prices
induce buying far in advance of require-
menta for - consumptiiop. It is needless
to say that this is system of danger.
and the most conservative u snufactar-
ore, especially in iron an gteel have
striven to avoid if, but astual inability
to deliver products demanded, leaves
them little power, while speculation in
wool and other lines is runmug away
from consumption.

It is -a saving feature that quotations
are quite largely fictitious. Almost all
the goods now Leing delivered or pro-
duced in some industries are on prices
fixed by orders arcepted several months
sgo and nearly all the iron works being
thus tied up far ahead, the prices quoted
indicate not at all what they are getting
bat what they see fit to ack as & way of
refusing orders which they csnnot ac-
cept or else the bids of impatient buyers
who can find nobody ready to deliver
large quantities.

While there is a better demand for
woolen goods, 8o that prices of some have
advanced, itis not yet possible 1o dis-
tinguish heavy speculstive operatione in
wool at Boston from efforta of m:lls to
buy. The prices current in all wool
growing sections are so high as to pre-
vent sales in eastern markets to con-
sumers spd traders who believe that
mills will presently be forced to pay
rrlool are taking the same risk they

n the winter of 1897 8, not realizing the
size of stocks held. The cotton market
bas advanced a sixteenth without other
reason than the greatdemand for goods,
but stocks of cotton here and abroad are
heavy and the Financisl Chronicle esti-
mates 8 decrease of only 3.2 per cent
acreage. :

Shipments’ of boots and shoes from
the eaet fall behind those of three of the
patt saven years snd bat ¢lightly exceed
those of three others, though 11 per cent
larger than last year.

After some advance wheat suddenly
declined 2 cents, closing lower for the
week. Against all accounts of injury is
thge solid fact that western receipts were
5,049,194 bushels for the week, against
1,467046 from the great crop of last yesr,
and at current low prices such receipte
would be inexplicable if growers reslly
expected a short vield. Exporte
have declinéd, being y -
849,373 bushels, flour  included
from At'sntic ports sgainet 4,20629
last year, and 623,400 from Pacific ports
against 253,213 last year. The estimates
of reduction in yield are weakened in
market jaudgment by certainty thet
spring wneat acreage is unknown and
may exceed expectations, and thst the
nrospect in epring wheat states ir excel-
l:nt. Corn has shown unususl inde-
pendence, scarcely changing in price
with exports 2,804,900 bushels against
4,134,641 last year.

For the current week failures have
been 159 in the United Statesagainst 203
leet year, and 10 in Canada sgainst 17
last year.
