Hxcellent-- Some Results of

Judging.

horses began at 9.50, and A. P. Ketchum,
B. 8. A, Ottawa, was judge of the heavy
draughts, while C. C. Gardiner, of Char-
lottetown (P. E. 1), gave the decision re-

ganding the light draughts. The «nimals
shown were a very creditable lot, and
these looking on cxpressed themselves as
highly pleased. Mr. Ketchum gave it as
his opinion thai in the medium draughts
the teams were by far the strongest qual-
ity. Mr. Gardiner, whose experience is
also of much value, was very faverably im-
pressed.

The cattle judging attracted a much
larger crowd than at previous exhibitions.
This was no doubt owing to ithe superior
quality of animals shown.  The judging of
live stock dncluded Shorthorns, Jerseys,
Cotswolds, Leicesters, Lincolns, Berk-
shires and Chester Whiters. Much de-
isberation had to be given before decis-
icns were arrived at, because of the keen
competition. Special mention must be
made regarding the magnificent lot of
Shorthorn cattle shown by Senator Ed-
wards, of Ontario, amongst nvhich is one
animal weighing 2,100. "This animal is
worthy of every visitor’s attention. There
is Mso a bull calf, and a two-year-old
heifer, each of which took first prize at
the Toronto fair. Mr. Edwards intends
ta sell his entire st in January, and is
therefore exhibitifg for that reason alone.
He accepts no prize money. The yearling
bull and yearling \heifer shown by Lieut.-
Governor Snowballare splendid animals
