It will be necessary to purchase a few oulverts
but these can be bought locally when and if we need them
the priee will be at $70.00 per thousant feed, there are
many bad holon %0 be filled and also same rtglllins to
be done the Band meeting it was decided to pay
the roliowlng wages.

Man and 2 horses g * =
Man and 4 * Yoo » ¢
Time sheets will be kept and any lu;bor purcha sed
will be vouchered for.
