~ towsrds the frontiers of Frence, where the battle of glants is
to be deoided. But, 81{: it is the opinion of the Bridish
Government, se disolosed by the correspondende whioh wea bdrought
down t0 us yeaterday, that the sssistance of our troops, humble
eg it may bde, will be spprecisted, either for its materisl velue
or for the grester moral help whieh will be reniered. It will
ve seen by the world that Ospeds, s dsughter of old England,
iptends to stend by her in this grest confliot. When the call
comes our spawer goes at onc;: and it goes in the olassical
langusge of the British anawer to the sall to duty: 'Ready,
aye, rendy';

If my words esb be hesrd beyond the walle of this House
in thﬂ provinee from which I oome, among the men whose blood
flows in my own veiss, I ehould 1ike them to remember that, in
taking their place to-day in the ranks of the Canadian army to
£ight for the ceuse of the allied nations, a doudle honour rests
upon them. The very ceuse for whigh they sre salled upén to
fight is to them doubly 880red". c.icecavcnnns
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
