Resolved, That no petition praying aid
for roads, bridges or wharfs, or for any
object of a local or private nature, be re-
ceived after Wednesday the thirteenth day
of March next.

Ordered, That the said Resolution be
inserted in all the Newspapers published
in Charlottetown.
