London, Nov. 20—Information of a 
terrible disaster in the English Channel 
has just reached here. The Gernian mail 
steamer, Pommera»ia, which sailed from 
New York Nov. 14th, for Hamburg, was 
sunk last night by collision with another 
large vessel oil" Dungeness in the English 
Channel. Thé Pommerania had 350 
sengers on board at the time ot the 
aster. Nearly all the jiassenger» were in 
their births, and many went down with 
the vessel. One hundred and seventy- 
two of the saved hare arrived at Dover, 
and a few survivor» have reached Ply­
mouth. Fifty person» are missing, in­
cluding the captain, first engineer and 
doctor. They are believed to be drowned. 
A lady named Herman and a gentleman 
named Schneider are. among the saved.

The proclamation of the Viceroy of In­

dia recounts the history of the relations 
between India and .Afghanistan «hiring 
the last ten years ; it says “ in return 
for the kindness of onr actions and in­
tentions we gained only ill-will and die 
courtesy. The Ameer openly and aseidu- 

ittempted to stir up religious 
hatred, and bring aliout war on the Brit­
ish Empire in India ; and although he 
had repelled all efforts for an amicable 
intercourse by the Indian Government, 
he formally received a Russian Embassy; 
and, finally, while a Russian mission was 
still at Cabiil, forcibly repulsed an Eng­
lish Envoy, whose coming had been duly 
notified to him, and met our attempts 
to promote friendly relations with open 
indignation and defiance. The Ameer, 
mistaking for weakness the long forbear­
ance of the British Government, thus de­
liberately incurred its just resentment. 
With the Sirdars atul people of Afghanis­
tan the ImlianGovemmenthas no quarrel, 
as they have given no offence. The inde­
pendence of Afghanistan will be respec- 
ed, but the Government of India cannot 
tolerate that any other power should in­
terfere in the internal affair» of Afghan­
istan.”

STRENGTH OF .THE FORCES.
The British army in India numbers 03,- 

210 men, ami the native • army 120,877, 
making a total of 190,087 men, from 
which the force now operating against 
Aghanistan has been drawn. That force 
consists in round numbers of 35,000, of 
which one-third is British. The force 
of artillery employed reaches twenty-five 
batteries, or 150 guns. The artillery is 
all British with the exception of perhaps 
a battery or two. .There will also be a

Halifax, Nov. 22.—The SS. Sarmatian, 
having on board the Marquis, Princess 
Ixmise ami suite, anchored down the har­
bor at G.40 last evening. From the ship’s 
log we leaju that very heavy seas, ac­
companied by severe gales, were encoun­
tered shortly after leaving Ireland. On 
Monday, Nov. 18th, heavy squalls in­
creased to a hurricane, carrying away the 
main topsail,, causing also a very heavy 
cross sea, which broke over the vessel 
fore atnl aft. One sea stove in the smok 
ing room. The sea rolled and pitched 
heavily, and all on board suffered incon­
sequence.. The Princess was now suffer­
ing severely from the effects of the storm. 
As the vessel neared the Canadian shores 
the gales moderated considerably, t 
all on board gradually recovered from 
the effects of the tempost. On Saturday, 
Nov. 23rd, H. R. II. appeared on deck 
for the first time. Her Royal Highness 
suffered somewhat severely during the 
voyage, but she is now convalescing, and 
it is confidently expected will speedily 
recover her accustomed health.
