SYNOPSIS OF OANADIAN NORTH
WEST LDAND REGULATIONS

The sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 yeéars old, who was at the com-
mencement of the present war, and hus
since continued to be a British subject
or a subject of an allied or ncutral coun-
try, may homestead a quarter-section of
available Dominion Land in_Manitoba,
Saskatchewan or Alberta. Applicant must
appear in person at Dominion Lands
Agency or Sub-Agency for District. Entry
by proxy may be made on certain condi-
tions. Duties—Six months residence upon
and cultivation of land in each of three
ears.

In certain districts a homesteader may
secure an adjoinin quarter-section us
pre-emption. Price $3.00 per acre. Duties
—reside six months in each of three
years after earning ho! d patent and
cultivate 50 acres-extra. ay obtain pre-
emption patent as soon 'as Homestead pat-
ent on certain conditions. .
