REV. T. DEWITT TALMACE
The Slaughter—“Neither a Bor­

rower nor a Lender Be.”

A Loss that Cannot Zbe : Re­
placed.

Equip,ment of a Man-Dangers to 
bung Men In Great Cities. Qj

Sr. Louis, April 7.—The Rev. T. De 
Witt Talmage, D. D., of Brooklyn, 
preached here this evening to a vast 
audience. His subject was “The 
Slaughter,” and his text, Proverbs, 
vii, 21: “As an ox to the slaughter.” 
The eloquent preacher said :

There is nothing in the voice or 
manner of the butcher to indicate to
the ox that there is death ahead. The 
ox thinks he is going oil to a rich pas­
ture Held of clover, where all day 
long he will revel in the herbaceous 
luxuriance; but after a while the men 
and the boysvfcloso in upon him v-ith 
sticks and yon es and shouting, and 
drive him tiftough bare and into a 
doorway, wlrefe he is fastened, and 
with a ivcll aimed stroke the ax fells 
him; and so the anticipation of the 
redolent pasture field is completely 
disappointed. So many a your;tj man 
has been driven on by temptation to 
what lie thought would be paradisiacal 
enjoyment; but after a while influ­
ences with darker hue and swarthier 
arm close in upon him, and lie finds 
that instead of making an excursion 
into a garden he has Men driven “as 
an ox to the slaughter.”

L We are apt to blame young men 
for being destroyed when we ought to 
blame the influences that destroy 
them. Society slaughters a great 
many young men by the behest, “You 
must keep up appearances; whatever 
be your salary, you must dress us well 
as others, you must wine and brandy 
as many friends, you must smoke as 
costly cigars, you must give as expen­
sive entertainments, and you must 
live in as fashionable a boarding 
house. If you haven't the money, 
borrow. If you can’t borrow make a 
false entry, or subtract here and there 
a bill from a bundle of bank bills; you 
will only have to make the deception 
a little while; in a few months, or in 
a year or two, you can make all right. 
Nobody will be hurt by it; nobody 
will be the wiser. You yourself will 
not be damaged.” By that awful pro­
cess a hundred thousand men have 
been slaughtered for time and slaugh­
tered for eternity.

THE MISERIES OV GETTING IN DEBT.
Suppose you borrow. There is noth­

ing wrong about borrowing money. 
There is hardly a man in the house but 
has sometimes borrowed money. Vast 
estates have been built on a borrowed 
dollar. But there are two kinds of 
borrowed money. Money borrowed 
for the purpose of starting or keeping 
up legitimate enterprise and expense, 
and money borrowed to get that 
which you can do without The first 
is right, the other is wrong. If you 
have money enough of your own to 
buy a coat, however plain, and then, 
you borrow money for a dandy’s out­
fit, you have taken the first revolu­
tion of the wheel down grade. Bor-, 
row for th*necessities; that may be 
welt Borrow for the luxuries; that 
tips your prospects over in the wrong 
direction.

The Bible distinctly says the bor­
rower is servant of the lender. It is a 
bad state of things when you have to 
go down some other street to 
meeting some one whom you owe. 
yoflng men knew what is the despot­
ism of being in debt more of them 
would keep out of it. What did debt 
do for Loro Bacon, with a mind tow- 
ering above the centuries? It induced 
him to take bribes and convict himself 
as a criminal before all ages. Whit 
did debt do for Walter Scott? Broken 
hearted at Abbotsford. Kept him writ­
ing until his hand gave out in paraly­
sis to keep the sheriff away from ins

Eictures and statuary. Better for him 
' he had minded the maxim which he 
had chiseled over the fireplace at Ab­

botsford, “Waste not, want not.”
The trouble is, my friends, the peo­

ple do not understand the ethics of 
going in debt, and that if you pur­
chase goods with no expectation of 
paying for them, or go into debts 
which you cannot meet, you steal just 
so much money. If I go into a grocer’s 
store, and 1 buy sugars and coffees and 
meats, with no capacity to pay for 
them and no intention of paying for 
them, I am more dishonest than if t 
go into the store, and when the grocer's 
face is turned the other way I fill my 
pockets with the articles of merchan­
dise and carry off a ham. In the one 
case I take the merchant’s time, and I 
take the time of his messenger to 
transfer the goods to my house, while 
in the other case I take none of the 
time of the merchant, and I wait upon 
myself, and I transfer the goods with; 
out any trouble to him. In other 
words, a sneak thief is not so bad as a 
man who contracts for debts he never 
expects to pay.

Yet in all our cities there are fam­
ilies that move every May day to get 
into proximity to other grocers and 
meat shops and apothecaries. They 
owe everybody within half a mile of 
where they now live, and next May 
they will move into a distant part of 
the city, finding a new lot of victims. 
Meanwhile you, the honest family in 
the new house, are bothered day by 
day by the knocking at the door of 
disappointed bakers, and butchers, and 
dry goods dealers, and newspaper car­
riers, and you are asked where your 
predecessor is. You do not know. It 
was arranged you should not know. 
Meanwhile your predecessor has gone 
to some distant part of the city, and 
the people who have anything to sell 
have sent their wagons and stopped 
there to solicit the “valuable” custom 
of the new neighbor, and he, the new 
neighbor, with great complacency 
and with an air of affluence, orders the 
finest steaks and the highest priced 
sugars, and the best of the canned 
fruits, and, perhaps, all the newspa-

They are swindled into bankruptcy 
by these wandering Arabs, these no­
mads of city life. They cheat the 
grocer out of the green apples which 
make them sick, the physician who 
attends their distress, and the under­
taker who fits them out for departure 
from the neighborhood where they 
owe everybody when they pay the 
debt of nature, the only debt they 
ever do pay 1
“NEITHER A BORROWER NOR A LEN­

DER BE.”
Now our young men are coming up 

in this depraved state of commercial 
ethics, and I am solicitous about 
them. I want to warn them against 
being slaughtered on the sharp edges 
of debt You want many things ail

nave not, my young meuus. iou 
shall have them if you have patience 
and honesty and industry. Certain 
lines of conduct always lead out to 
certain successes.

There is a law which controls even 
those things that seem haphazard. I 
have been told by those who have ob­
served that it is possible to calculate 
just how many letters will be sent to 
the Dead Letter office every year 
through misdirection ; that it is possi­
ble to calculate just how many letters 
will be detained for lack of postage 
stamps through the forgetfulness of 
the senders, and that it is possible to 
tell just how many people will fall in 
the streets by slipping on an orange 
peel. In oilier words, there are no 
accidents. The most insignificant 
event you ever heard of is the link be­
tween two eternities—the eternity of 
the past and the eternity of the future. 
Head the right way, young man, and 
you will come out at the right goal.

and I will tell you wliat will be his 
destiny for this world, and his destiny 
for the world to come, and I will not 
make five inaccurate prophecies out of 
tite five hundred. All this makes me 
solicitous in regard to young men, 
and I want to make them ncaveua in 
regard to the contraction of unpayable 
debts. I give you a paragraph from 
my own experience.
DR. TALMAGE HAS BEEN THERE HIMSELF.

Mv first settlement as pastor was in 
a village. My salary was $800 and a 
parsonage. The amount seemed enor­
mous to me. 1 said to myself, “Wtiatl 
all this for one year?” I was afraid 
of getting worldly under so much 
prosperity ! I resolved to invite all 
the congregation to my 1 louse in 
groups of twenty-five each. We be­
gan, and as they were the best con­
gregation ill all lljo world, and we 
felt nothing was too good for them, 
we piled all the luxuries on the table. 
I never completed the undertaking. 
At the end of six months I was in 
financial despair. I found what every 
young man learns in time to save 
himself, or too late, that you must 
measure the size of a man’s body be­
fore you begin to cut the cloth for his 
coat.

When a young man willfully and of 
choice, having the comforts of life, 
goes into the contraction of unpayable 
debts he knows not into what he goes. 
The creditors get after the debtor, the 
pack of hounds in full cry, and alas I 
for the reindeer. They jingle his door­
bell before he gets up in the morning, 
they jingle his doorbell after he has 
gone to bed at night. They meet him 
as he comes off his front steps. They 
send him a postal card, or a letter, in 
curtest style, telling him to pay up. 
They attach his goods. They want 
cash, or a note at thirty days, or a note 
on demand. They call him a knave. 
They say he lies. They want him dis­
ciplined at the church. They want 
him turned out of the bank. They 
come at- him from this side, and from 
that aide, and from before, and from 
behind, and from above, and from be- 

. neath, and he is insulted and gibbeted, 
and sued, and dunned, and sworn at, 
until he gets the nervous dyspepsia, 
gets neuralgia, gets liver complaint, 
gets heart disease, gets convulsive dis­
order, gets consumption.

Now he is dead, and you say: “Of 
course they will let him alone.” Oh, 
not Now they are watchful to see 
whether there are any unnecessary ex­
penses at tiie obsequies, to see whether 

, there is any useless handle on the cas­
ket, to see whether there is any sur­
plus plait on the shroud, to see wheth­
er the hearse is costly or cheap, to see 
whether the (lowers sent to the casket 
have been bought by the family or 
donated, to.see in wlioee name the 
deed to the grave is made out. Then 
they ransack the bereft household, the 
books, the pictures, the carpets, the 

•chairs, the sofa, the piano, the mat-

,1!

tresses, the pillow ou which he 
Cursed be debt I For the sake of your 
own happiness, for the sake of your 
good morals, for the sake of your im­
mortal soul, for Clod’s sake, young 
man, as far as possible, keep out of it.

IL But I think more young men 
are slaughtered through irréligion. 
Take away a young man’s religion and 
you make him the prey of evil. We 
all know that the Bible is the only 
perfect system of morals. Now if you 
want to destroy the young man’s mor­
als take his Bible away. How will 

ou do that? Well, you will caricature 
iis reverence for the Scriptures, you 

will take all those incidents of the 
Bible which can be made mirth of— 
Jonah’s whale,Samson's foxes, Adam’s 
rib—then you will caricature eccentric 
Christians or inconsistent Christians, 
then you will pass off as your own all 
those hackneyed arguments against 
Christianity which are as old as Tom 
Paine, as old ns Voltaire, as old as sin. 
Now you have captured liis Bible, and

Sou have taken his strongest fortress:
le way is comparatively clear, and 

all the gates of his soul are set open in 
invitation to the sins of earth and the 
sorrows of death, that they may come 
to ana drive me stake tor their en­
campment.

A LOSS THAT CANNOT BE REPLACED. 
A steamer fifteen hundred miles 

from shore with broken rudder and 
lost compass, and hulk leaking fifty 
gallons the hour, is better off than a 
young man when you have robbed 
him of his Bible. Have you ever no­
ticed how despicably mean it is to take 
away the world’s Bible without.pro-

ring a substitute f It is meaner than 
come to a sick man and steal his 

medicine, meaner than to come to i 
cripple and steal his crutch, meaner 
than to come to a pauper and steal his 
crust, meaner than to come to a poor 
man and burn his house down. It is 
the worst of all larcenies to steal the 
Bible, which has been the crutch and 
medicine and food and eternal home to 
so many I What a generous and mag­
nanimous business infidelity has gone 
into! This splitting up of life
and taking away of fire escapes and 
extinguishing of light houses.

I come out and I say to such people, 
“What are you doing all this for?” 
“Oh,” they say, “just for fun.” It is 
such fun to see Christians try to hold 
on to their Bibles 1 Many of them 
have lost loved ones, and have been 
told that there is a resurrection, and it 
is such fun to tell them there will be 
no resurrection 1 Many of them have 
believed that Christ came to carry the 
burdens and to heal the wounds of the 
world, and it is such fun to tell them 
they will have to be their own saviour 1 
Think of the meanest thing you ever 
heard of ; then go down a thousand 
feet underneath it, and you will find 
yourself at the top of a stairs a hun­
dred miles long ; go to the bottom of 
the stairs, and you will flud a ladder a 
thousand miles long; then go to the 
foot of the ladder and look off a preci­
pice half as far as from here to China, 
and you will find the headquarters of 
the meanness that would rob this 
world of its only comfort in life, its 
only peace in death and its only nope 
for immortality. Slaughter a young 
man’s faith in God, and there is not 
much more left to slaughter.

Now, what lias become of the 
slaughtered? Well, some of them are 
in their father’s or mother’s house 
broken down in health, waiting to die; 
others are in the hospital ; others are 
in Greenwood, or, rather, their bodies 
are, for their souls have gone on to 
retribution. Not much prospect for a 
young man who started life with good 
health, and good education, and a 
Christian example set him, and
tunity of usefulness, who gathe___
his treasures andput them in one box, 
and then dropped it into the "

Sow. how is this wholwel

ter to do stoppea; mere is not a per­
son in the house but is interested in 
that question. Young man, arm your­
self. The object of my sermon is to 
put a weapon in each of your hands 
for your own defense. Wait not for 
Young Men’s Christian associations to 
protect you, or churches to protect 
you. Appealing to God for help, take 
care of yourself.

First, have a room somewhere that 
you can call your own. Whether it 
be the back parlor of a fashionable 
boarding house, or a room in the fourth 
story of a cheap lodging, I care not 
Only have that one room your for­
tress. Let not the dissqiator or un­
clean step over the threshold. If they 
come up the long flight of stairs and 
knock at the door, meet them face to 
face and kindly yet firmly refuse them 
admittance. Have a few family por­
traits on the wall, if you brought them 
with you from your country home. 
Have a Bible on the stand. If you can 
afford it and you can play on one, 
have an instrument of music—harp or
flute, or cornet, ormelodeon, or violin, 
or piano. Every morning before you 
leave that room, pray. Every night 
after you come homo in that room, 
pray. Make that room your Gibral­
tar, your Sebastopol, your Mount 
Zion. Let no bad book or newspaper 
come into that room, any more than 
you would allow a cobra to coil on 
your table.

Take care of yourself. Nobody else 
will take care of you. Your help will 
not come uç two or three or four 
flights of stairs; your help will come 
through the roof, down from heaven, 
from that God who in the six thousand
years of the world's history never be­
trayed a young man who tried to be 
good and a Christian. Let me say in 
regard to your adveise worldly circum­
stances, in passing, that you are on a 
level now with those who are finally 
to succeed. Mark my words, young 
man, and think of it thirty years from 
now. You will find that those who 
thirty years from now are the million­
aires of this country, who are the ora­
tors of the country, who are the poets 
of the country, who are the strong 
merchants of the country, who are the 
great philanthropists of the country— 
mightiest in chureh and state—are this 
morning on a level with you, not an 
inch above, and you in straitened cir­
cumstances now.
EVERY MAN HAS A NATURAL EQUIPMENT.

Herschel earned his living by play­
ing a violin at parties, and in the in­
terstices of the play he would go out 
and look up at the midnight heavens, 
the fields or his immortal conquests. 
George Stephenson rose from being the 
foreman in a colliery to be the most 
renowned of the world’s engineers. No 
outfit, no capital to start with 1 Young 
man, go down to the Mercantile li­
brary and get some books and read of 
what wonderful mechanism God 
you in your hand, in your too . 
your eye, in your ear, and then ask 
some doctor to take you into the dis­
secting room and illustrate to you 
what you have read about, and never 
again commit the blasphemy of say­
ing you have no capital to start with. 
Equipped 1 Why, the poorest young 
man in this house is equipped as only 
the God of the whole universe could 
afford to equip him. Then his body 
—a very poor affair compared with his 
wonderful soul—oh, that is what 
makes me solicitous. I am not so 
much anxious about you, young man, 
because you have so little to do with, 
as I am anxious about you because 
you have much to risk and lose or 
gain.

There is no class of persons that so 
stir my sympathies as young men in 
great cities. Not quite enough salary 
to live on, and all the temptations that 
come from that d< Belt. Invited on all 
hands to drink, and their exhausted 
nervous system seeming to demand 
stimulus. Their religion caricatured 
by the most of the clerks in the store 
and most of the operatives in the fac­
tory. The rapids of temptation and 
death rushing against that young man 
forty miles the hour, and he in a frail 
boat headed up stream, with nothing 
but a broken oar to work with. Unless 
Almighty God help them they will go 
under.

Ah 1 when I told you to take care of

Sourself you misunderstood me if you 
lought 1 meant you are to depend 
upon human resolution, which may 

be dissolved in the foam of the wine 
cup, or may be blown out with the 
first gust of temptation. Here is the 
helmet, the sword of Lord God Al­
mighty. Clothe vourself in that pan­
oply and you shall not be put to con­
fusion. Sin pays well neither in this 
world nor the next, but right thinking 
and right believing and right acting 
will take you in safety through this 
life and in transport through the next.

I never shall forget a prayer I heard 
a young man make some fifteen years 
ago. It was a very short prayer, but 
it was a tremendous prayer : ‘ ‘Oh Lord, 
help us. We find it so very easy to do 
wrong and so hard to do right. Lord, 
help us. ” That prayer, I warrant you, 
reached the ear of God, and reached 
his heart And there are in this house 
a hundred men who have found out— 
a thousand young men, perhaps, who 
have found out that very thing. It is 
so very easy to do wrong, and so hard 
to do right

I got a letter, only one paragraph of 
which I shall read: “Having moved 
around somewhat I have run across 
many young men of intelligence, 
ardent strivers after that will-o’-the- 
wisp, fortune, and of one of these I 
would speak. He was a young Eng­
lishman of twenty-three or four years, 
who came to New York, where he had 
acquaintances, with barely sufficient 
to keep him a couple of weeks. He 
had been tenderly reared ; perhaps I 
should say too tenderly, and was not 
used to earning his living, and found 
it extremely difficult to get any posi­
tion that he was capable of filling. 
After many vain efforts in this direc­
tion he found himself on Sunday even­
ing in Brooklyn, near your church, 
with about three dollars left of his 
small capital. Providence seemed to 
lead him to your door, and he de­
termined to go in and hear you.

“He told me his going to hear you 
that night was undoubtedly the turn­
ing point in his life, for when he 
went into your church he felt des­
perate, but while listening to your 
discourse his better nature got the 
mastery. I truly believe from what 
this young man told me that your 
souuding the depths of his heart that 
night alone brought him back to his 
God whom he was so near leaving.” 
TAKE THE RIGHT ROAD AND KEEP TO IT.

Despise not that emo­
tion rising in your soul ; it is divinely 
lifted.

Now, while I speak, 
you are at the forks of the road, ana 
this is the right road, and that is the 
wrong road, and I see you start on 
the right road.

One Sabbath morning, at the close 
of my service, I saw a gold watch of 
the world renowned and deeply la­
mented violinist Ole Bull. You re­
member he died in his island home off 
the coast of Norway. That gold watch 
he had wound up day after day through 
his illness, and then he said to his 
companion, “Now I want to wind this

The great musician, who more than 
any other artist had made the violin 
•peak and sing and weep and laugh 
and triumph—for it seemed when ne 
drew the bow across the strings as if 
all earth and heaven trembled in de­
lighted sympathy—the great musician, 
in a room looking off upon the sea, 
and surrounded by his favorite instru­
ments of music, closed his eyes in 
death. While all the world was mourn­
ing at his departure, sixteen crowded 
steamers fell into line of funeral pro­
cession to carry his body to the main 
land. There were fifty thousand of 
his countrymen gathered in an amphi­
theatre of the hills waiting to hear the 
eulogium, and it was said when the 
great orator of the day with stentorian 
voice began to speak, the fifty thou­
sand people on the hillsides burst into 
tears.

Oh 1 that was the close of a life th«$ 
had done so much to make the world 
happy. But I have to tell you, young 
man, if you live right and die right, 
that was a tamo scene compared with 
that which will greet you when from 
the galleriés of heaven the one hun­
dred and forty and four thousand 
shall accord with Christ in crying, 
“Well done, thou good and faithful
servant.”

And the influences that on earth you 
put m motion will go down from gen­
eration to generation, the influences 
you wound up handed to your chil­
dren, and their influences wound up 
and handed to their children until 
watch and clock are no more needed 
to mark the progress, because time it­
self shall be no longer.

A business meeting of the Union

by Rev W A Morang, after which Mr A 
F Fletcher was called upon for his views 
on the subject of organizing a church, 
lie was strongly in favor of so doing, and 
showed that from the large attendance 
at the meetings and the great interest 
taken in Christian work, by those present, 
a church is absolutely necessary, that all 
may be accommodated in a permanent 
place of worship suited to their religious 
preferences.

Several ladies also expressed them­
selves in favor of the undertaking, and 
one related the small beginnings of some 
great churches, After some additional 
suggestions a motion was passed to ap­
point a committee of six to secure the 
names of those who wish to join in or­
ganising a church to be known as the 
Brunswick Union Christian Mission 
Church. The following constitute the 
committee Mrs. B. J. Lesure, Mrs. Carrie 
Leffay, Mrs. Annie Ledbetter, Messrs. G. 
A. Gray, A. F. Fletcher, rod A. 8. Locke. 
On motion Mrs. R. Orser was added to 
the committee and all the members 
thereof were requested to report the re­
sult of their labors at a meeting held 
next Saturday night. No action, however, 
will be taken on the names secured un­
til next Tuesday evening.

Rev. Mr. Morang said that in connec­
tion with the new church there will be 
a Sabbath school in which competent 
teachers will be appointed to teach the 
children. The speaker said he wished 
to caution the committee just appointed 
that it was not the purpose in organising 
a new church to endeavour to poaelytise 
members of other churches. Do not try, 
said he, in your canvass for names, to 
lead a single member away from any 
other church ; but if there are any per­
sons who intimate dissatisfaction with 
their regular church home invite them 
to the meetings of the mission, rod if 
after attending they express a desire to 
join the new chureh then let them be 
received. We want to make this Brun­
swick Union Mission a church home for 
those who have none at present or who 
prefer our mode of worship. There 
are in this city many of the 
old fashioned Freewill Baptists 
who wish to make their church home 
here. There is also to be organized a 
union Christian auxiliary society from 
among those who are not members of 
the church but who are in sympathy 
with the organization and willing to do 
Christian work. After five months of 
hard labor in your city, said the speaker, 
I am convinced that this mission church 
is a necessity, as there are hundreds of 
persons who come from New Brunswick 
who from one cause or another are not 
connected with any local church. Al­
though bom in Maine he felt a deep in­
terest in the people of New Brunswick, 
as he had spent most of hie time 
amongst them. He wished all the local 
churches Godspeed, and hoped that 
through the efforts of the committee ap­
pointed and the other members interest­
ed another church would be established 
to assist in the work ot leading souls to 
Christ. The meeting closed with prayer, 
by Rev Morang.

Over 30 names were secured from 
partial canvass of the meeting and it is1 
expected to get from 75 to 100 before 
next Tuesday. Rev. Mr. Morang is an 
impressive speaker, a good singer, rod 
an adept on the organ.
