cessive.

Conn. Tuzer said that under the law a 
Bond could not lie taken for a less 
amount It was generally understood, 
though, that the Bond for 88000 given 
by the Sec.-Treasurer last year was to 
cover everything, the school funds in­
cluded.

Conn. Ryan said there was only one 
course open. The law required that 
Sec.-Treas. should give a bond for 88000, 
where the school assessment reached that 
amount. Tlie law'required the Council ' 
to do this, and if it was not done the 
Council was neglecting its duty.

The Sec.-Ti-easurer explained that 
when lie tiret took office lie -gave a bond 
to the Council for 85000. When he re­
vised (he bye-laws last year of his own- 
accord hjj gave a bond for an increased 
amount, 88000, which was apparently 
satisfactory to tlie Council. He thought 
that bond was sufficient fur all purposes, 
hut lie was in the hands of the Council 
if they entertained a different opinion.—
He would be willing to cancel the old 
Bond uml give a new one for say twelve 
or fifteen thonsanJ dollars as it did not 
seem worth while to have two lxinds. At 
the same lime lie admitted that legally 
the Ixnid could lie demanded.

Conn. Belts thought a new bond was 
unnecessary, ns he knows for a certainty, 
that the Hec.-Trefts. seldom had a large 
amount of school Hinds on hand, it being 
usually paid out as fast as received.

Cuuu. Ryan said the Secretaries of 
SchiHil districts did not generally have ' 
much money in their hands, and yet they 
were required to give bond much larger 
than the. ain’t they generally had in 
hand.
