St. Petersburg, Dec. 18.—Admiral Ro-
jestvensky, who during the Russo-Japan-
ece war led the ill-starred Russian fleet
around Africa to ultimate defeat at the
hands of the Japanese in the Sea of Ja-
pan, is keenly interested in the cruise
of the United States battleship squad
ron to the Pacific. m his own experi-
ence Admiral Rojestv considered
the voyage to the Pacific to be entirely
practicable.

He added: “The Japanese personnel,
man for man, is now undoubtedly more
efficient than the American; this due to
practice in battle, but the Américan
ships so exceed the Japanese in strengih
and numbers that there is no auesuion
i of American superiority. I consider that
the question of war between Japan and
the United States is quite excluded.”

Considering the conversation, Admiral
Rojestvensky said he was opposed
the rebuilding of the Russian fleet. He
believed that Russia’s future will be on
land, and that the money a fleet would
cost would be better spent in building
|up a commercial marine.
