We hope that
this subject will engage the prompt attention of the Gov-
er t, and that i diate steps will be taken to secure
the joint action of the different Provinces. It is a pity to
see isolated attempts made for want only of mutual con-
ference, We would be glad to see this subject taken hold
of, in an energetic manner, by some of our practical busi-
ness men. The Canadian Ocean Steam Company might
well consider whether it would not materially benefit
their enterprise, were they to institute such a feeding line
as we have suggested.—Montreal Gazette.
