'Three Men Killed by the Fall­
ing or a Wall.

Wii.iT.Toif, Aug. 1.—The greatest fire 
that ever occurred here broke out this 
evening, at the comer of King and John 
streets, in the finest building in the city, 
known as the Mclnnes Block. This block 
was owned and partly occupied by Messrs. 
Mclnnes Bros., wholesale dry goods mer­
chants. The ground floor was used by the 
u..t of F—and the Hamilton and 
Provident Loan Association offices, and 
the western end by Fumer, Livingstone 
t Oa's wholesale fancy warehouse. This 
block was erected eighteen years ago, at a 
cost of about $160,000. It was four stories 
in height, and had a' long frontage on 
King street, extending up a considerable 
distance on John street, where it was sep­
arated from the stores adjoining by an 
alley. The alarm was given at 5.60 p. m., 
but some little time elapsed before the 
brigade reached the scene, which was a 
lew blocks distant from the Central fire 
station. When the firemen arrived, it 
seemed as though it would be nsnlnai 
for them to undertake the task of exting­
uishing a conflagration that had already 
assumed such huge proportions. Tmmimui 
crowds soon assembled, and a. the flames 
rushed through thé windows with terrible 
violence and the glass on the roof fell in 
With a terrific crash, the wildest excite­
ment prevailed, and many predicted that 
the whole of the buildings on that side of 
the street would be reduced to ashes before 
the fire could be controlled. It was first 
diaoovespd in the bottom flat of Fumer 
Livingstone A Co.’s, which is connected 
with Mclnnes’ by windows and a door all 
made of iron. The latter were open, and it 
is supposed the flames were sucked 
through by a current of air, and in a 
moment the inflammable goods in Mclnnes’ 
warehouse were ablaze. One of the em­
ployés in Mclnnes’ says that when he saw 
the fire coming through the windows, he 
endeavoured to shut them, but was driven 
back ; and the employés had only time to 

. get into the street before the whole flat 
was one sheet of flame. The fire made 
steady hallway, and, despite the efforts of 
the firemen, who had to work at great dis­
advantage owing to the insufficient supply 
of water, the splendid pile was a huge 
furnace, emitting such a fierce heat that 
it was impossible to approach within one 
hundred yards of the place. On the opposite 
side of King street, the buildings were in 
danger of catching fire, but strenuous ef­
forts on the part of the occupants averted 
that catastrophe. The block on the «finer 
opposite to toe burning building did not 
fare so well, as it at once caught, and in a 
few minutes a portion of the cupola on 
Sandford, Vail A Bickley’e handsome 
block fell into the street. In this building 
are Messrs. Sandford, Vail A Bickley’e 

' wholesale cloth and ready-made clothing 
warehouse, and the Merchants’ Bank on 
the ground floor. Previous to the fire 
seising the building, the books and valu­
ables of the bank were carefully secured 
and some of the goods taken out of the 
warehouse.

Abandoning the now hopeless task 
of staying the fire in Mclnnes block, 
the attention of the men was directed to 
this building ; but so great was the heat 
that they oould not approach near the 
John street side, and it soon fell an easy 
prey to the flames which were now volley- 
mg forth half way across the street. In 
ten minutes the fire ran along and caught 
the store occupied by Dixon Bros., fire­
work makers, and simultaneously a tre­
mendous sheet of flame accompanied by a’

made havoc of this block, utterly destroy­
ing it in an incredibly short space of time. 
The danger to buildings in other parts of 
the city now became apparent as large 
lumps of glowing cinders driven by the 
wind were falling on the streets to 
the north of the scene of the 
fire. The aim of the firemen was now 
to try by might and main to oonfine 
the fire to the blocks in which it was now 
raging. They succeeded to some extent in 
this operation, lines of hose being dragged 
to the roofs of the adjoining premises, and 
waterbeinj; poured in avalanches upon the

At 8.30 when the flames in the Sandford 
block were nearly controlled, the standing 
portion of the wall came down into John 
street with a loud crash ; and in the Mc­
lnnes block a portion of the heavy stone 
coping of one of the windows in the fourth 
story also collapsed, the crowd flying from 
the spot, thinking the whole wall would 
tumble into the street. The fire now raged 
in the bottom of the building like a huge 
cauldron, and sent up sparks which issued 
from the upper windows and were carried 
far and wide by the wind.

work in other parts of the oity. 
Methodist Episcopal (colored) Church on 
Rebecca street between John and Catha­
rine streets caught from the flying 
sparks and was completely gutted despite 
the efforts to save it. It is said to have 
been insured. As this building was in the 
same block and in dose proximity to the 
extensive foundry and stove works of R 
A C. Gurney, A Co., desperate efforts were 
made to confine it to close quarters ; and 
so well did the men work that the Messrs. 
Gurney’s establishment escaped, although 
portions of it were on fire more than oooe. 
Brennan’s lumber mill on King William-st. 
had also a most miraculous escape. It was 
on fire several times, and would certainly 
have been destroyed had it not been that a 
reel of hose was kept on the premises. This 
hose was soon attached to the hydrant and 
was bandied ro well by the employée that 
the fire was quickly drowned out every 
timerit broke out. The row of stores on 
the north side of King street, immediately 
opposite the burning building, had a nar­
row escape. The heat was scorching, and 
Iffie burning cinders flew in brilliant clouds. 
Tne roofs caught fire repeatedly. The store 
of Campbell Bros., dry goods merchants, 
and the next building occupied by the 
Methodist Episcopal Bookroom and Print­
ing office, were saved only by the most 
strenuouseffprts of the gentlemen interested 
who fought toe flames with pails of water 
for more than an hour until a branch hose 
oould be spared them. Messrs. Campbell's 
stock in the top flat was much damaged by 
water. Larkin Hall on John street, near 
King street, a fine block of four stores only 
recently built, had a narrow escape. As 
it was, it was considerably damaged, chief, 
ly, however, by the water which was play­
ed on it in order to quench the fire which 
had obtained a hold under toe roof. The 
front of the row is not much damaged, but 
a new roof will have to be put on, and the 
water has soaked the place from bottom to 
top. Hogan’s clothing establishment and 
Mutphy A Murray’s grocery store were on 
fire several times,, but the flames were 
•becked by hard work.

Park to Kingston, with about fifty pea 
gen on board, belonging to the Bingh 
ton, N.Y., excursion, which arrived 
Tuesday evening, whan, toe vessels being 
than about twenty rods from the shore, 
the captain of the Farrington ordered 
Captain Brush, of the Josephine, to slack 
the bow line, to order to allow the 
Josephine to fall back farther, she being 
the smaller boat. The engineer, at the 
same time, slackened the stern line, and, 
aa toe bow was slackened, the boats spread 
rapidly apart, and the captain of toe 
Josephine, taking to the situation at a 
glance, immediately commenced paying ont 
the bow line, bat a kink to the rope 
oanght, which prevented the Josephine 
from swinging around, and broke the line. 
Throe on board all fan to one ride of the 
boat to see what the trouble waa, and that 
caused toe vessel to capsize. She imme­
diately filled, and, to a few seconds, sank 
in sixty-five feet of water. There were 
eighteen persons on board tbs Josephine at 
the time, thirteen of whom were with 
difficulty saved, and five ladies w> 
drowned. The names of the lost are 
Mrs. H. Purcells, Binghamton ; Mrs. J. 
W. Buckelew and daughter, Kirkwood, 
N.Y.; Mias Hattie Pallaek and Mrs. Sarah 
Boetwiok, of Kirkwood, N.Y. Several 
others would have also found a watery 
grave had it not been for Albert Waite, 
engineer ef the Josephine, who rescued 
three persons. The accident occurred so 
suddenly that it ia thought toe five ]_ 
who were drowned did not have time to 
get ont of toe boat. The bodies have not 
come to the surface yet, and it ia thought 
they are still to the yacht. The Farring­
ton had a narrow escape from sharing the 
same fate _as the Josephine, but her bow 
line waa cut in time to save her from cap­
sizing. The sunken vessel is owned to 
Syracuse, and is a new boat, 35 feet keel 
and 6 feet beam.

Montreal, July 31.—The balloon ascen­
sion, to make a second trial of Cowan A 
Page’s serial oar, took place this afternoon 
from the Shamrock lacrosse grounds.

BRockville, August 2.—The remains of 
the late Bishop O'Brien arrived here at 
3.12 this morning, by Grand Trunk train, 
end were met at the station by about fifty 
of the most prominent citizens of the |own, 
aa well as a number of clergymen and lay­
men from Kingston, who arrived by morn­
ing express, jfhe romaine were conveyed 
to the Roman Catholic church, where they 
lie until the arrival of toe train this after­
noon.

The connection of the 
colonies with an empire adds mainly 
to toe importance and value of an 
empire, and we look upon Canada as i very 
important colony.

However, you have had 
other advantages, although we oould not 
manage the weather, end you have seen we 
can hospitably receive you and welcome 
you with cordiality as far aa we can.
