THE PARENT PROPERTY.

It is Worth in the Neighborhood of Three
Millions.

About fifteen of the heirs of the late Sol-
oman or Daniel Parent, throughithe Manzer
branch of heirship, met at the M{mSer hotel,
this city, and held an informal meeting on
Tuesday last. The object was to gather sta-
tistics proving their descent from Solomon
Parent. These statistics are to be laid be-
fore a Baptist clergymen in New York who
is engaged to look after the matter. A re-
sult of his researches will be learned in a
short time when a delegate, perhaps a
lawyer, will be sent on to make further in-
vestigations.

In this connection the S8t. Andrews Beacon
says: At the time of the American revolu-
tion, over one hundred years ago, Daniel
Parent was the owner of very vast estatesin
the neighborhood of New York city. He
lived in a palatial mansion of brick, and as
he was the possessor of two score or more
slaves he was regarded as a man of great
wealth.

Unlike many of the Englishmen who
were resident in New York, when the revo-
lution broke out, Mr. Parent did not aban-
don his estate and seek a home in Canada.
He held on to his property until after the
war was over, and it was not until the flag
of the United States was thrown to the
breeze from every hill top around him that
Mr. Parent began to weary of his surround-
ings. He grew restless, and finally de-
termined upon abandoning his property in
New York and seeking a home in New
Brunswick. He came to this province
somewhere between 1785 and 1788, and it is
said took up lands on the St. John river.
He lived in this province until his death,
which is said to have occurred at Queens-
bury, near Fredericton. When he died he
left behind him a goodly company of sons
and daughters, who handed down to their
children and children’s children the stories
of the fabulous wealth which their pro-
genitor had left behind him when he threw
off the Yankee yoke and took up his abode
under the Union Jack.

It is said that the property which Daniel
Parent turned his back on, so many years
ago, is now in the wealthiest part of Brook-
lyn, and that it is worth in the neighbor-
hood of three millions. His descendants in
New Brunswick are combining for the pur-
pose of pressing their claims thereto, and as
soon as their plans are perfected, they in-
tend taking determined steps to secure the
coveted prize.

Th&KicNeill branch of the family, which
numbers over twenty, met on Deer Island
last week and chose as their representative
Capt. James W. Leonard. He was in town
last week in connection with the matter,
and appears quite sanguine.

PURVIS VS. JOHNSTON.

_The Millville Road Suit up for Hearing.

At the equity sittings on Tuesday, Judge
Fraser presiding, one of the cases up for
hearing was that of Thomas W. Purvis vs.
Peter Johnston, commissioner for highways
in the parish of Southampton, York. It
was an injunction suit growing-out of a dif-
ficulty over the boundaries of the main
highway road running through Millville,
where both parties reside. This case has
been in contention for over a year. Purvis
purchased a piece of land at the junction of
the highway and the railway at Millville,
and there he built a store. On the opposite
side of the road are several other stores and
buildings. The point in dispute is as to
whether Purvis built on the highway or is
within his limits. Johnston had Purvis
convicted and fined for obstructing the
highway, Purvis paying the fine but refused
to remove the building in which he was
doing a fair trade.

On the 28th May last Johnston, acting on
authority of highway act, called some
special constables and threatened to tear
down the buildingi He was restrained by
an injunction from the chief justice till the
rights of the parties could be known. ¥
has been the leading topic of discussion at
Millville for the past eight or ten months,
and a large number of the residents were
here on Tuesday. J.A. Vanwart and Wm.
Wilson appear for plaintiff, Black, Jordon
and Bliss for defence.

On Wednesday the case was resumed; a
jury of seven being empanelled and wit-
nesses being called. The case will occupy
the court for several days.

After all the evidence has been heard it is
believed the jury will visit Millville to see
the situation of affairs for themselves.

SUCCESSFUL CONCERT.

In the Methodist Church at Canterbury
Station,

The teachers and scholars of the Canter-
bury Station school gave a highly successful
concert and literary entertainment in the
Methodist church on Saturday, 25th ult.
The program was a lengthy one and was
admirably rendered. It consisted of yocal
and instrumental music, dialogues, recita-
tions, readings and tableaux. The opening
chorus was sung in a manner that showed
much careful training on the part of Miss
Chapman who looked after the musical part
of the program. Warrie Taw did much
credit to himself by rendering his “solo,
Uncle Joe in a manner that would be hard
to improve on by an amateur. The tableaux
were well selected, that representing Jacob’s
Ladder being the gem of the evening, the
audience evincing their pleasure by rap-
turous applause The readings were ex-
ceedingly weli done and showed -careful
training on the part of the teacher of the
advanced department, E. N, Drier.

The programme was concluded by a stir-
ring address by L. Lawson, after which the
audience dispersed, all being of the opinion
that it was the most successful entertain-
ment ever given there. The proceeds, about
twenty dollars, will go towards buying a
library for the school.

A BUSY LIFE.

David Pugh Retires from the Survey-
orship.

David Pugh, who has for about thirty
years filled the responsible position of sur-
veyor of lumber for Alex. Gibson at Marys-
ville has felt constrained on account of ill
health to give up the work and settle down
to a retired life. During that period of time
he has surveyed about one hundred millions
of logs or about one thousand millions of
feet. Large as this is, however, the work
has been almost double of this, as most of
it he surveyed in the woods and re-surveyed
at the boom. Few men in this province
have held such a responsible position for
such a length of time; and it can be said
that very few indeed could have done the
work with such satisfaction to all concerned.
It must be considered in this connection
that the amount of lumber above quoted
comprised that hauled by 50 or 60 different
parties, winter after winter, and to keep all
correct was a work of some difficulty, and
required more than simple education. It is
hoped by his many friends that Mr. Pugh
has before him many years yet of a useful
life as his has certainly been in many ways.
He will éontinue to reside at Marysville.
The vacant position will be filled by a sur-
veyor from St. John.

No Use in Grumbling.

Some little friction has been caused be-
cause the bridge was closed to teams part of
each day and all sorts of insinuations were
made respecting the cause of stoppage. It
is conceeded that one hundred and fifty
teams cross the bridge every day, making
about fifteen every hour or one every four
minutes. The number is greater than this,
but with this it means that the carpenters
would have had to wait one or two minutes
ouf of every four, so.that they would have
barely worked half time if the teams had
been allowed to cross. It is said that the
work might have been done earlier but the
lumber coutd [ pot be got. The work is
finished ; and those who find fault should
first. gonsidgr how ,t.bey would manage if
the bridge had never been built.

Itisap-
parent that Mr. Staples was that part of the
company which made the business success-
ful, and that he will carry with him all his
old friends. The firm will now be known
as Davis, Mack & Co. Mr. Mack is astranger
to the townsmen, as also to the farmers of
the vicinity, and other things being equal,
will not and cannot expect to carry the
trade which Mr. Staples has done. His
brother druggists will not oppose him, but
of course it is natural that they shonld be
anxious to help along one of themselves.
Mr. Staples leaves the firm with a great deal
more knowledge of human nature than he
had when he entered that firm, and if he
has not advanced in pocket it is certain he
has learned where to look for friends. In
opening up he will have the best wishes of
all his old patrons and a host of new ones.

The Davis part of the old concern is pretty
generally believed to be George F. Gregory,
although he has not been considered a
practical chemist, whatever his other abili-
ties may be. It is presumed that Mr. Mack
will -be a wiser man in respect to the drug
business in this city within a year from
this than he is at present; and will, likely
also gain other experience that will per-
haps prove beneficial to him after he leaves
the city.

The Cronkite Case.

The case of Geo. A. Cronkite vs. Peter F.
Cronkite was before the equity court during
the week. This is an interesting suit, the
order having been obtained to restrain de-
fendant from selling certain lands of "the
plaintiff, situated in the parish of Southamp-
ton and morgaged to defendant, by plaintiff,
by an indenture of mortgage in which there
were conditions contained providing for the
support and maintenance of the defendant,
who is plaintiffs father, as long as he lived,
upen breach of which, defendant was to
have power of sale as an ordinary money
mortgage. Plaintiff claims to have fulfilled
all the conditions, and defendant con-
tradicts this assertion. The case was par-
tially settled out of court last June, but a
failure in the negotiations ended in another
appeal to the equity court. J. H. Vanwart,
Q. C., and Wm. Wilson for plaintiff. Black,
Jordan and Bliss for defendant. It wasin
an affidavit made in this suit by Henry A.
Cronkite, one of the defendant’s witnesses,
that a certain statement was made, for which
he has since been under examination, on
charge of perjury. This latter matter has
been before P. M. Marsh for preliminary ex-
amination, and was adjourned till Friday.
The case was further postponed on Friday
morning owing to the absence of counsel
but will likely be decided this afternoon.
