PLAN OF THE TOWN.

The site of tha town was carefully
chosen by John Galt, the celebrated
novelist, and laid out on a plan peculiar
and admirable, Qocupying a platean
overlooking the river and the lake, and
gently sloping toward - the latter,
the situation is one that has long com

manded admiration. The county court
house, » handsome stone structure,
stands in the centre of the town, and is
encircled with a beautiful park, in which
flowers of erery hue, shrubs of various
kinds, and handeome shade trees
abound, faced with many of the prinoi-
pal places of business, which encompass
the park on all sides.

THE MANUFACTURE OF SALT

Is an attraction for many. The process
is one that ia very interesting. The
brine, which has been discovered by
boring to a depth of from 900 to 1200
feet, is pumped through large iron tubes
into immense pans,under which farnaces
have been built, and by continual boil-
ing the saline matter is precipitated.
The bottomof thepan isscraped from time
to time for this deposit, whioh is nothing
else than the salt of commerce. From
the drippings of the pans some of the
most exquisite forms of saline ciystals
are formed, which are valuable as orna-
ments for the museum or parler. Gode-
rich dairy salt, as manufactured by J. &
J. Kidd, of the International salt well,
has taken a high place among tha most

Going out by the Huron Road, we tura
down toward the river after passing the
Falls reserve, and taking some fine easy
grades descend into the besutiful Mait-
land valley and on across the bridge to
Benmiller. .
