Germans Place Explosives Under Ca-
thedrals, Historic Buildings, and
Streets—Plan Against Retreat Day—
Worker Tells What Enemy Will Do.

New York, Aug. 30.—A story of con-
ditions in Antwerp as they are to-day,
as'well as in other parts of Belgium,
was told yesterday by Herman Huys-
mans, an expert worker in an am-
munition factory, who managed to
get out of the country, and who ar-
Tived here yesterday to begin life anew
in this country. His wife and two lit-
tle children were killed during the
bombardment of Antwerp in 1914, and
since that tihe e Has Tived alone and
much of the time in want in the Bel-
gian metropolis. Huysmans is educa-
ted and the story he told yesterday
was not a recital of atrocities and in-
human acts committed by the Ger-
mans, but one rather of German effi-
ciency when that efficiency is directed
at the people of a conquered country.
