The boys refer to them as “Dad
Hare” and the son as ‘¢ Kid Hare,” and in
the rzcord of the war, written and unwrit-
ten, there will be no greater remembrance
of unseltish devotion o duty and their
comrades than that furnished by Dad Hare
and his brave boy.
