GEN. METHUEN’S VICTORY.
Fresh details of Gen. Methuen’s-little 

victory indicate the Gen. De Villebois- 
Maureil, with a small force, was scout­
ing and reconnoitering with a view to 
conducting raiding operations in the i 
Kimberley district. The report is : 
confirmed that a volley was fired by j 
the Boers after they had raised the 
white flag, and that several marks­
men repeatedly used their rifles after 
surrendering. The war office gave out 
a small list of casualties in Methuen’s 
engagement, but there was nothing from 
Roberts respecting the raiding opera­
tions near Bloemfontein.

There is a complete silence from 
Natal, and only a vague report of daily 
artillery fire between the two .forces at 
Fourteen Streams. The reason assigned 
eemi-offlcially for the inaction of Rob­
erts and Buller is the delay in receiving 
remounts, but this difficulty is now said 
to have been overcome by the arrival 
at Cape Town and Durban of immense 
shipments of horses from Buenos Ayres 
and elsewhere. It Is to be hoped that 
the armies will not become stiff from 
their protracted vest.

Such alleged ecuritities the 
Kladdersdatseh prints, are systematic, 
yet the Times avers tha* the German 
press is controlled, guided, cajoled or 
coerced by the government, and that 
the German law of les maleste is the 
most stringent in Europe.
