John H. Eacolme, of the British Yukon 
Company, returned from Skagway Bay 
on Sunday by the steamer City of 
Topeka. He reports the White Pass 
open for traffic. On July 16 he made 
the trip over the pass to Tagish lake and 
returned on the following day, thus prov­
ing the pass to be not only thoroughly 
practicable, but easy beyond comparison 
with any other.

>lr. Escolme says that the company’s 
engineers are on the ground surveying 
for a railway, on which work will be be­
gun next spring. It is of course pos­
sible that a steam railway may not ba 
necessary. A wagon road will be 
made at once, bnt if the busi­
ness of the Yukon expands as is 
expected this will not be anything like 
enough. It is quite possible, however, 
that all the requirements of any amount 
of traffic can be met by an electric tram­
way. On the larger maps of the Yukon 
bead waters will be found a chain of 
lakes extending from Lake Tagish very 
nearly to the summit of the White Pass. 
The British Yukon Company’s ex­
plorers report that this is not a series of 
lakes, but only a single lake, and that 
it comes within a very short distance of 
the summit. There is one obstruction 
to navigation, and if the engineers report 
that it can be blown away without inter­
fering with the navigation of the lakes, 
it will be removed, and this will 
give continuous water communica­
tion from the White Pass to the 
gold fields. There would then be 
only a land journey of sixteen miles 
fiom Skagway Bay to the Yukon water, 
and this could be easily covered by an 
electric road. If it Is found desirable to 
make the Hootalinqua the route instead 
oi the Lewis river, a tramway could 
readily be built from Tagish Lake to 
connect with it.

Speaking of the route via the White 
Pass generally, Mr. Escolme said: “ It 
ia emphatically the door not only of the 
British Yukon, bnt of Alaska also. The 
route via St. Michaels cannot be serious­
ly considered in opposition 
the bead of the Yukon, 
place it is so much longer. Freight can­
not be delivered at Circle City via St. 
Michaels for less than $200 a 
ton, but when we get steamers 
on the Yukon we can send freight 
over the Pass and down the 
river to Circle City for $60 a ton and 
make money at it. Going by way of St. 
Michael freight to pointe in Canada will 
cost more than $200 per ton, while going 
by way of the Pass it will cost less than 
#50. In the next place we have in the 
White pass one of the easiest possible 
ways of getting into the country. The 
Salter trail involves the crossing of the 
Chileoot pass, itself a very formidable 
undertaking, and then an overland- jour­
ney of three hundred miles to reach the 
river. The Chilcat pass is more difficult 
than the White pass and the land jour­
ney is much longer. It might be possible 
at very great expense to cut through the 
Chileoot pass, but even then the land 
route would be much longer than 
ours. The route via the Stickeen involves 
a river journey of 150 miles and a laid 
journey of equal length, and the river is 
only navigable for a portion of the year. 
The White Pass route starts from ocean 
navigation the year round, and the trail 
will be more readily passable in winter 
than in summer, but will be good at any 
time.”

Concerning the establishment of a 
Custom house at Dyea he said that he 
could not undegstand why Dyea should 
have been selected instead of Skagway 
Bay. No one wants to go to Dyea now 
that the White Pass has been opened 
and a good wharf has been built at 
Skagway. He did not anticipate any 
trouble over the matter, but thought it 
rather absurd for Canadian influence to 
ignore a point that was being developed 
by British capital, and by far the best 
point on tbe Coast, in favor of one con­
trolled by an American transportation 
company.

Asked if the British Yukon Company 
wag in the field to stay, Mr. Esdolim 
said that it was {and that it regard­
ed its franchises as being worth azgTeat 
deal of money. The company is/ regis­
tered both in Canada and tlm/United 
States. It desires to do business from 
Victoria as $ headquarters,'and will do 
so, if it is not forced in self-protection to 
transfer its interests to Seattle.

Mr. Escolim is very enthusiastic over 
the prospects of British Columbia and 
the Yukon, from a gold mining 
point oi view. He has sent high­
ly favorable reports to his co-directors.

Although everyone most admire the 
fight Seattle’s newep apere are making to 
secure the Yukon outfitting trade for 
their city, the methods adopted are in 
some instances far beneath the dignity 
of journalism or the plane of common 
decency. Latterly the policy oi the 
Sound press has been to concentrate 
every effort toward convincing prospec­
tive miners that outfits purchased in 
Seattle would go into the gold district 
duty free. As they will not, the task of 
proving this to the prospective miners is 
not easy, and in emergency recourse is 
had to some pretty small expedients. J. 
F. Foulkes, the tennis crack, can tell of 
one of these with animation, for he has 
been figuratively sacrificed to make 
Seattle merchants sell a few more pounds 
oh bacon or a few more bushels of beans.

Mr. Foulkes was in Seattle last week 
to play tennis, and in his absence his 
friends here were greatly surprised to see 
in the Post-Intelligencer an interview in 
which he, as private secretary to the 
British Columbia minister of mines, 
was quoted thus ;

“ I would prefer not to be quoted for 
publication, but I can say this—miners 
entering the Northwest territories can­
not be charged duty upon their outfit, 
such as clothing, food, etc.”

Now this would unquestionably have 
been a very foolish thing for Mr. Foulkes 
or any one else to say, and as a matter of 
fact Mr. Foulkes did not say it. The in­
troductory observation as to a non-desire 
for publicity he declares to be pure fic­
tion; he was not interviewed on the 
subject during his stay in the Sound 
city.

The only occasion on which during 
his visit the topic was brought up was 
at a luncheon at the home of Mr. James 
D. Hoge, the manager of the Post- 
Intelligencer. Mr. Hoge then inquired 
of his guest what he thought oi this 
question of duty, and Mr. Foulkes re­
plied that he knew absolutely nothing 
about it. His questioner looked sur­
prised and he added that the collection 
of customs was a Dominion government 
matter with which he had not taken the 
trouble to inform himself.

“ Well, but what>e your private opin­
ion,” he was asked, and not thinking 
for an instant that he was to be used for 
the making of “copy ” he remarked that 
personally he did not see why a man 
should hie charged duty on his clothes 
tied up in a bundle any more than he 
should be on the contents of his valise 
when visiting Seattle.

The conversation was a private one 
and it went no further. Consequently 
much of tbe abase that has been heaped 
upon Mr. Foulkes’ head since the pub­
lication of the ostensible Interview has 
been ill deserved.

Men Made ManlyVictobia, July 27,1897.
Sib,—My attention has been called to 

an article which appeared in the Post- 
Intelligencer on Sunday last, stating that 
prospectors may take their outfits into 
the Northwest Territory without paying 
duty.

In order that prospectors may not be 
disappointed, I deem it necessary to ask 
yon to inform them that the Dominion 
customs regulations apply throughout 
Canada, and that no exception will be 
made in the case of prospectors entering 
the Northwest Territory.

Dominion customs officers will be sta­
tioned at Dyea to advise prospectors 
that duties will be levied. Other offi­
cers will be stationed at Tagish, where 
the proper duties will be collected. 
These officers leave for the North to­
morrow on the SS. Islander.

For goods purchased at Victoria or 
Vancouver certified invoices will be giv­
en by the customs which on presenta­
tion will enable prospectors to pass the 
Tagish station, and also the Mounted

THE “ QUADRA ” RETURNS.

The D. G. S. Quadra returned yester­
day afternoon from her Fishery cruise 
to River’s Inlet. Captain Walbran re­
ports all 13 quiet at the inlet and fishing 
is going on, hat slowly. The run of sal­
mon is very small and all the canneries 
aie putting up small packs. Many of 
the fishermen are leaving for home, be­
ing under the impression that the season 
for this year is ov> r. The weather in 
the inlet is very bad. with continued 
heavy rain and thick tnis-y atmosphere, 
all surrounding ohjecio being more or 
less obscured. The fishermen report 
this has prevailed lor weeks. Daring 
the cruise Captain Walbran fixed by 
angles the position of a dangerous un­
charted rock off Addenbrooke Point, at 
the entrance of Schooner Passage, Riv­
er’s Inlet. On this rock the steamer 
Swan struck some little time ago. The 
rock bears from the islet off Adden­
brooke Point 8.E. % E., magnetic, dis­
tant from the south point of the islet 
three cables. There is 7% feet of water 
on the rock at an extreme low tide, and 
close southward of the rock the water 
deepens rapidly to 34 fathoms.
