Passing over for the present the first of
these conditions it is diffienlt to understand
clearly what is meant by the second, for
the *‘perfect equality” asked is manifestly
intended to be guaranteed by the scheme.
1f there is anything in the languageof the
latter which seems ambiguous on this point
ghere shonld be no difficulty in making it
perfectly clear in the act of parliament,
should one be passed. .

The change asked for in the third condi-
tion is merely to have & proﬁiﬁn made

example, In modern days the progress of
Russia, with all her immense resources,has
been far inferior comparatively to that of
smaller European states, And nearer home
the most profound thinkers have admitted
that the unwieldy bulk and vast
distances of the British empire con-
stitute an ever threatening weakness,

The very evils which undermined ‘some
and affect the stability of others of these,
would exist in the case of a united North
America. Government is quite sufficiently
difficult among  the fifty millions to the
south; to add north of the lakes, at pres-
sent five and a future fify, would too
probably jead to ultimate disruption.
with the increasing size of
the American republic evils which seem to
have Tollowed fast on its sudden expan-
gion—~evils which never existed in its more
limited bounds. These reasons—these facts
—_are admitted by those who really lead
the action of the Wnited States, It is not
the desie'of thess that the great territories
of British North America should be added
%o the Union,nor is it the-wish of the think-
¢rs of Canada, 1 Have not ‘'spase to, ea-
large‘on the evidence, which is ample, in
support of this statement.

But if, in British North America, an-
other greai: nation should arise, bound to
the United States by such commercial ties
as to render war between them well-nigh
impossible ; adoptiog hopes, objects and in-
tentions of national progress which might
well advance side by gide, in fair and hon-

clearly, the expansion of Canadian manm- ‘
facture would be largely due to the restiie- |
tion of foreign imports we should be comm-

pelled to submit to, for no such arrange-

ment would be possible with the States un-

less, a8 said before, we raise our tariff on

all goods from other lands to one equalling

theirs, With this equalled duty, manufac-

ture in Canada would be able to hold its

own ; and when it could hold its own, the

probable assistance of American capital

would largely Increase its powers. There
can he no doubt that, under such’ & udion,

many of their capitalists would examine
the ‘capabilities of Canada, and give the
aid of their means to develop them.

The course suggested would give to Can-
ada the means of independent action—of
independent growth—to & large extent.
In Hoth she would be relieved from doubt
of possible war with her great neighbor.
European complications could not affect
her, The increased friendliness of her
relation with the United States would,
beyond all doubt, give an impetus to her
advancement far beyond anything she can
expect in’ her preeent condition. For her
territories would be known, in all foreign
lands, as those where gelf-government was
complete, where wealth was attainable,
and where safety from foreign attack—
and therefore immunity from conscrip-
tion, was assured.

‘But, on the other hand, it must be
temembered that this commercial mnion
would deprive Canada of a certain share
of self-government. No treaty, could be
made, affecting commercial maiters, with-
out the assent of the States. In fact, there
are disadvantages, as there are in any

orable emulation, with those of . the great

“Equitable representation” clearly implies
representation according to numbers, and
if one college is more popular than another
and thus attracts to ifself & large number
of students,itshould have this pre eminence
recognized by means of increased represen-
tation on the senate.
1t is difficult to see what is meant by j;he"
fourth condition, as the president- of Uni-
versity college is now appointed by gov-
ernment, and as he is also chairman of the
apiversity professoriate, the latter must of
necessity be an appointee of the govern-
ment. The fifth condition does not pre-
clude a re-arrangement of saubjects
a8 between. the university on ‘the
hand and the colleges on the
other, but it would render such a re-ar-
rangement more difficult than the confer-
ence scheme contemplates. It is not easy
to see what would be gained from a meth-
odist point of view by such a change, but
it would be in any case too small a rock
for such a scheme to split on.

Not so with the first condition. It in-
colves very grave possibilities according to
the *meaning  conched under thé word
¢ i ble” What are the nature and

“Josges” anticipated, and
what would be “‘equitable” compensation ?
The definition of these terms can come
only from the Victoria boacd, and the
negotiations growing out of their propo-

, sals or demands must be with the govern-
ment, not with the authorities of the
university of Toronto. As the methodist
church would gain rather than lose by the
scheme it 1is to be hoped that
an agreement as to what is ‘*‘equi-
table” will be promptly reached, Vie-
toria must soon be woved to Toronto in
any event, and therefore it wonld be nnfair
to charge any loss caused by that removal
to the confederation scheme. On the
other hand, the church would gain by
obtaining free tution for Victoria students
under the university : professorate, and by
being able to relieve herself of a large part
of hier present expenditure for the main
tenance of chairs, In view of thee facts
it is hardly worth while for the board of
regents to insist on any compensation at
all, if such insistence is likely to endanger
_ an otherwise acceptable scheme.

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Canadian Independence With Commer-
cial Union.
BY R, W, PHIPPS.

The chief objection, in the minds of
many, to any propoeal of Canadian inge-
pendence, is-the gupposedly resulting dan-
ger of attack by the United States, In
defining independence, as applicable tc
Canada, it is impossible to avoid stating
the fact that there is one course—one plar
of independence, under which there would
be no danger of that kind, but in which, on
\the contrary, it would be the ingerest and
desire of the American nation to give us
every support. 1 would be glad if my
readers would consider- this view of the
gubject with me. Ido not appear as its
advocate; but.say that, in the considera-
tion of the possible independence of Can-
ada, it would be altogether incorréct to
overlook this most impolrtant course,

It is perhaps possible, with the improved
means of communication, now existing,
that the great North American continent
should be governed from one centre, or, in
other words, that Canada should success-
fally be annexed to the States.
But I am sure that - all students
of history will agree that such vast
empires, even if, ag in a few cases, able
for & length of time to endure, have. never
presented - uch successful - experiments as
mitation, Of these by which
we only can judge, since of those alone an-

the hereditary misery entailed on millions
by its causeless international animosity—
shall we not say that those who would
propose—those who would execute—
some plan to preserve in friend:
ship ‘with one another at least the
dwellers on this continent would deserve
well of their fellows—of the world? Such
a plan, and more than one such, is possible.
I will not:advocate any. In my last
article, I strave to. sketch, with impartial
pencil, the glorious possibilities of imperial
confederation. With hand as fair, let me
now endeavor to portray the advantages of
independence, when coupled with commer-
cial union.

Let'us suppose Canada and the States
geparate republics. We wish, let us say,
to bind them together by indissoluble com-
mercial ties. The course is this, They
must establish a system by which each
would buy,all possible of the other, that
the mutual demand for innumerable arti-
cles, perpetual and ever increasing, may
call into existence every available resource
o»f the two adjacent natiops. In other
words, let a complete commercial union,
with utter abandonment of custom houses
along the whole frontier, be established,
with an eqnal tariff on all goods coming 1n
from the rest of the world.

My readers will observe that under this
arrangement a vast trade would arise.
Canada, & northern country, necessarily
requires many articles the growth of south-
ern climes, articles which are produced or
producible in the gouthern states. These
states need much from our northern land,
and from our northern waters—in fish
alone their demand is immense,—while
throughont most of the northern and
gouthern states, if all obstructions to that
¢raffic were remoyed, I am given to under
stand by parties long engaged in milling,
our hard Northwest wheat would be
eagerly secured for the purpose of mixing
with their softer grades, In iron, wool,
timber, salt, coal and many other articles,
it is probable that a system of free inter-
change would, at many points along
the border, be beneficial. It is very ftrue
that the States have adopted a thoroughly
protective system, and Canada a partial
one ; but allow me to explain that thie
would not stand in the way of any basis
of commercial union. A protective system
againat the world watches. diligently that
no other country manufactures for the
country adopting the system, for that
other country need not necesearily return
the profits to the firat. But in case of @
commercial union, although bot countries
should have committed themselves to the
protective system, neither would have so
great objection to the other manufacturing
for if, for the other country would assur-
edly-do all her possible trading with them,
and much\of the profits would return, In
the same wWay, neither would object to the
other growing populoug, or becoming
gtrong in fleets and armies, for its strength
is her ally, and is most unlikely ever to be
turned agsinet her, while its increasing
populace forms o many sdditional cus
tomers.

In this way, and under the safety from
attack which such a treaty would afford,
Canada might safely depend on aécumu
iating much wealth, utilizing many other-
wise unused resources, and obtaining vast
and rapid increases in population. For
instance, the vexed question of our great
iron deposits, of which so many now use
" lessly cumber our lands, would probably be
settled by the carriage of American coal
thither, and the convergion of the ore, in
many localities, into iron on the #pot—fol-
lowing which, no doubt, it would be there
also converted into articles of use. This
one industry, we must observe, would
offer vast probabilities, for*.the amount
used of such goods is immense; they
would flood | the Canadian market to the
exclusion of European, and obtain under
cotnmerial| upion full entrance to the
Statea. There are many such possible
industries. |

The Dominion License Act.
From the Montreal Witness.

The supreme court has for orce decided
against the powers of  the nalional parlia-
ment. Such a decision will add greatly to
ghe moral value of its judgments and will
also deal one more and's very powerful
blow to Sir John Macdonald’s ancient re-

putation for legal acumen, It was he who

in  addressing the licensed victuallers at
their dinner at Toronto promised that be
wouald humble the little tyrant Mowat and
take from him his power to jmpose dis-
abilities on the liquor traffic. When this
promise was carried out by the introduc-
tion of the McCarthy law, the reason as-
signed wase, however, the judgment re-
ceived later of the privy council in favor ol
the Scost act, We pointed out at the time
that th&judgmant, far from warranting
the assupiption that the licensing power
did not reside in the provincial govern-
ments, left the opposite deduection prob-
able. This probabitity, a later decision of
the privy council, in favor of the constitu-
tionality of the Ontario license law, com-
monly called the Crooks act, made a cer-
tainty, and now we have from the dominion
court the completion of the decision.

A Canadian News Agency in London,
From the Week, Toronko.

The Toronto World’s euggestion that

Canadian* newspaper proprietors should

combine to employ a special agent for the

collection of European news in London,

and for the despatch of such intelligence

direct to Canadian centres, is worthy of
gerious consideration, and if adopted would
avoid much of the misconeeption now
prevalent in both this conntry and in Eng-
land.
