Chancellor Nellee delivered his annual 
address in which he touched upon the 
present condition and future prospects of 
Victoria university and defined his posi­
tion on federation in accord an oe with the 
action of the recent conference on the 9th 
of January. The following 
taken from the learned Ch 
drees and bear on the question of feder­
ation.

The Christian church has at length so divided 
it.elf into sections, and, on the other hand, the 
subjects of university teaching have so multi­
plied and extended, that the relation of the 
church to the university has become a difficult 
problem to solve. In this province of Ontario, 
we have long had a perpetual and embarrass­
ing conflict on this great matter. Every sect 
cannot have a genuine university, and the 
legislature cannot recognize the ciairos of one 
sect over another. And thus between the 
necessities of the state university, and the 
rival necessities of a number of denomina­
tional universities, we have at last reached 
what may be called a kind of deadlock in our 
educational progress. We may, therefore, 
well begin to inquire, and the growing spirit 
of Christian union enables us to inquire with 
hops/ulness, whether all the churches of On­
tario cannot combine in one national univers­
ity, and with advantage to the common inter­
ests of science and religion.

The ever-enlarging proportions of the 
modem university call for funds and appli­
ances commensurate with the variety and ex­
tent of the work to be done. It may be said 
that young men at college do not need to cover 
all thto wide field of study, and are in fact not 
able to do so. This tact rather increases than 
lessens the difficulty, tor it necessitates many 
special courses of study, and therefore an in­
creased number of teachers, together with a 
greater variety of building* libraries, collec­
tions, and other appliances. We may hold 
different views as to the wisdom of so much 
specia izatlon, and of making room for such 
a range ot elective and optional work, but the 
necessity is forced upon us.

The obvious facts of the ease, and et m the 
very word university, seem to rebuke us for 
the appropriation of the name to anything 
else than a piace where all sound means of 
discipline can be employed, and all forms of 
knowledge cultivated, with the best facilities 
of the age. Such a university we need tor the 
province ot Ontario, and assuredly it cannot 
be said that we have such a university now. 
There is not one of those now in existence, 
even the Provincial university, that is not 
complaining sorely, and with good reason, of 
the want of adequate resources, and the case 
is rendered the more embarrassing from the 
fact that, at a distance of a few hours’ Bevel, 
the well-endowed univ.mities of a foreign 
country present every attraction to draw 
away Canadianyouth. Meantime the several 
universities which we have are so related to 
each other, and have inherited such a stub­
born old quarrel between opposing sj stems, 
that, instead of working 
rather playing a gsme of 
tion and enfournement.

Mr. Bliss, who is chairman of the executive 
committee of the Foresters, said last evening 
that the order was first organized la this city 
by A. B. Caldwell under the name of the In­
dependent Order of Foresters on the mutual 
Insurance plan. The members were divided 
i°t£thw>e classes, with policies of from $500 to 
$3000 Instead of having a reserve fund there 
was an assessment upon the death of a mem* 
5®r- failure to establish a reserve fund 
Mr. Bliss believed to be the cause of the vir­
tual dissolution of the order. At first the 
membership inoreased rapidly; lodges were 
established in various cities throughout the 
country, and soon 10,000 names were enrolled 
on the books. Among these were many 
respectable citizens, ana the total assess­
ments then averaged only $150 to $2 per 
month. As the order grew older, new mem­
bers did not come in so rapidly, while the 
death rate increased. In 1881 the debt amount­
ed to $74,000, and was growing larger every 
month. It was then decided to reorganize 
the association on a better basis, and the 
name United Order of Foresters was adopted. 
The *74,000 due to the beneficiaries or de­
ceased members was assumed by the new 
organization, and extra assessments were 
levied upon the members to clear the debt, 
butmany refused to pay, and entire lodges 
dropped out However, the debt was success­
fully wiped out, and for some time It seemed as 
though the order would again prosper, but peo­
ple were afraid to join, and last August there 

debt of $25,000 due to beneficiar­
ies. The death claims for January and Feb­
ruary of the present year alone amounted to 
$24,000, while the membership had dwindled 
dowm to $1800. In April the liabilities were 
$40,000 and the assets only $2000, and many of 
the members and the officers came to the con­
clusion that it would be best to wind up the 
affaire of the order.

The executive committee held a meeting in 
this city the latter part of last month. Mr. Bliss 
said, and decided to ask for the appointment of 
a receiver. Many of the best members had re­
signed. while the bad ones remained, and this 
fact also determined the course of action. As 
J. E. Somes, the supreme treasurer, resided in 
Terre Haute, and was thoroughly acquainted 
with the affairs of the order, Mr. Bliss was 
authorized to ask for his appointment as re­
ceiver. Mr. Somes, it was said, would make 
a strong appeal to the different courts of the 
order on behalf of the beneficiaries of deceased 
members, and it was thought that he would 
thus be enabled to pay at least 25 per cent, of 
the indebtedness.

The evil has reached 

a point where it must be met, and the most 
feasible mode of meeting it is by some plan of 
consolidation, such as Would secure for the 
country a stronger and worthier university 
than is possible under the present order of 
things. If without doing violence to tne great 
principles on which Victoria college was found­
ed. we can aid in building up a proper 
national university, and can even help to sup­
ply some elements in which we have felt the 
University of Toronto to be deficient, and can 
moreover give the Methodist people the full 
advantage® of this improved constitution,then 
I maintain that no sectarian divisions, no un­
due regard lor local interests, no sentimental 
attachment to an older order of things for 
which the occasion has largely passed away— 
none of these things should induce us to block 
the way to a great public good by opposing in 
the legislature the improvement of a national 
institution which we profess to uphold, and 
which, in a new country like ours, will at the 
very best fall short of the true ideal.

And now the federation of colleges affords 
an opportunity for the churches to join hands 
in giving a more positive Christian character 
to our higher education,and apparently in the 
only way in which it can bo fully done. Why 
should we let the opportunity pass? If we 
had no provincial university and the denom­
inational colleges had university teaching a» 
a whole in their own hands, the case would 
be greatly altered. But it is evident that a 
large part, and perhaps an increasingly large 
part of this soademio work is done by the 
provincial university, and the question is 
whether the Metnodist church will do her 
share in the work or prefer an isolated and less 
influential position. I have tried to forecast 
the disastrous results to the Methodist church 
which somDpf our friends prophesy from this 
scheme, and when I have summed them all 
up, and at the very worst, I can only 
following : First, improved intellec 
vantages for all tha youth of the country, in­
cluding of course the youth of the Methodist 
church ; secondly, the same religious safe 
guards which we possess at present; thirdly, 
a wider range of religious influence; fourthly, 
increased facilities for the theological training 
of our ministers; lastly, all of these with a 
smaller or at least more productive outlay of 
mm|ey on the part of our church than is pos- 
81® under any other arrangement.

It will easily be conceivea that I have not- 
arrived at my present convictions without 
much anxious thought, nor Without a sense 
of personal responbibility as well 
of personal feeling. I had the honor of being 
one of the first students who first matriculated 
in Victoria university, in the year 1842, and I 
have had an official relation to the insiitution 
since 1850. My life’s best energies hare been 
put forth in her venerable halls, 
bear no part in doing injury 
the institution.

Collision Between a Whisky Mob and the 
Police,

London, May 13.—A riot occurred this 
afternoon between the mob and the police 
for possession of the Nelson monument 
in Trafalgar square, where 10,000 men had 
assembled to make a demonstration against 
the government’s budget proposals to in­
crease the duties on spirits and beer. The 
orowd was very unruly, a large portion of 
it consisting of an element in search of 
sport. The polios found themselvee unable 
to maintain order and the preesu 
the ipeakere and resolution readers com­
pelled them to mount the pedestal of the 
Nelson monument. When the speeches 
were resumed they were rendered inaud­
ible by the uproar among the roysterers. 
The police Intervened to secure silence for 
the orator* and a great struggle ensued 
between the mob and the police for posses­
sion of the monument. The row lasted 
nearly an hour. The promoters of the 
meeting and the police were finally com­
pelled to retire leaving the crowd 
singing in triumph Rule Britannia. 
The mob then surged down to 
the front of thw National club 
which faces Trafalgar equare. Every 
person entering or leaving the club build­
ing was mobbed. The attitude of the 
crowd was so menacing that the club doors 
were closed and a messenger despatched to 
Scotland yard for additional police. At 9 
o’clock the rioters were still in full pos­
session of Trafalgar square and Northum­
berland avenue was occupied by a mob of 
many thousands. The police by thto time 
had been largely reinforced and had 
charged a number of time» upon the mob 
and had made several arrest».
