CHILDREN YESTERDAY.

The Various Companies Reviewed—Over
1300 School Children On Parade—Ad-
d By Li t-Go Kirk-
patrick and Col, Otter—The Author of
“ The Maple Leat” the Happiest Man
On the Grounds,

The anniversary of the Battle of Queen-
ston Heights has become the greatest gala
day in the life of the average schoolboy in
Toronto. This is because he makes the
celebration himself. He marches proudly
in‘the gaze of all his admiring friends. His

| teachers look proudly upon him if he acquits

himself well. In fact the whole success ot
this, to him, most glorious day, depends
upon him and him alone, and be knows it
and consequently feels proud of his acknow-

ledged importance. Perhaps he feels also

that this is the only day in 365 in which he
really is. of any importance whatever.
So every Toronto boy in his heart blesses
the bappy inspiration that made the other-

wise tame and peaceful people of the con-

tinent of America fight the glorious Battle
of Queenston Heights.

Yesterday morning all the schoolboys in
the city were :dp bright and early and their
tongues wagged fast over the roceedings
about to be enacted in the schools and on
the old cricket ground behind the Univer-
sity.

Reviewing the Companies,

In the morning session all the companies
were passed inreview,eachon its own ground
under the eyes of the teacher and the offi-
cers. Many were the words of admonition
and encouragement given to the boys to do
their best and uphold the honor of their
country, but more especially the honor of
their school. Many and brave were the
youthful resolves to do or die. And do
they did. .

As they marched in parade around the
old cricket ground that has become historic
to the average schoolboy, every eye flashed,
every soul shone through those eyes, and
every little face exclaimed with the im-
mortal Scrooge, *‘Glorious! Glorious!”
And glorious it was,

The Parade at the Cricket Grouads.

Shortly Uefore 4 His Honor Lieut.-
Governor and Mrs, Kirkpatrick drove up

o the saluting point, where the staff offi-
cers of the day received them. ' Then the

parade commenced. There were on the
ground 27 companies, which were divided
into four battalions,which were commanded
by acting colonels from the officers of the

York Rangers as follows: Battalion No. 1,
Capt. Wayling; No. 2, Lieut. Elliott; No.
8, Capt. Unit; No. 4, Liéut. Alf. Curran.

When the companies marched past the
staff officers there were between 8000 and
10,000 people on the ground.

The marching was good, the time excel-
lent, and proudly the boys carried them-
selves. It is hard to say which of the
companies carried off the laurels. Among
those which marched like clockwork were:
Rose-avenue No. 1, Dufferin, Jesse Ketch-
um, Ryerson Nos. 1 and 2, Wellesley Nos.
1 and 2 and Church. A company of very
small boys from McCaul-street marched
like old stagers.

Some of the companies wore bunches of
maple leaves as plumes for their caps.
The boys from Roseé-avenune were very
appropriately distinguished from the others,
each by a beautiful red rose the sign of the
company. Among the distinguished-visi:
tors who viewed the evolutions of the day
were the staff officers, Col. Otter, Major
Thompson and Majo® Pellatt, with Cok
F. C. Denison and Col. G. T. Denison,
Hon. Mr. Harcourt, Rev. Septimus Jones
and Dr. Carlyle. |

Several of the companies carried colors
and the officers were armed with real
swords. One 'very small boy was_ noticed
struggling under a weighty brass-mounted
weapon that “had evidently belonged to
some, doughty Knight of Pythias. But,
though the weight was almost more than he
could bear, bravely he bore his cross and
looked proudly in the eye of Heaven,

Mr., Muir Was Happy.

Perhaps toe happiest man on the
rounds was Alexander Muir, the author
of “The Maple Leaf.” In celebration of
his own poetié achievement he wore a
flaming bunch of maple leaves in his but-
tonhole and smiled benignly on all the
world.

The exercises of the day closed by the
battalions being drawn up in squares, when
they were addressed by Lieut.-Gov.Kirkpat-
rick, who complimented the boys on the
good work  they had been doing.
He praised their precision and order. He
thought this custom of bringing the boys of
the city together in this manner an especi-
ally good one. They should remember that
they were, not here to boast, but to be

thankful fbr that day when was enacted
that deed h is one of the greatest in
the history of nada. They should re-

member with gratitude ‘those who had
laid down their lives in defence of their
country.

Then he quoted Horace’s famous lines:

Sweet and good it is to die
On behalf of ones native country.

The name of Brock should be dear to
every true Canadian. He charged the boys
not to invade other countries, but to pro-
tect their own. He then complimented the
schools on their fine appearance.

Oolonel Otter Says a Few Words,

Colonel Otter, who introduced the Lieu-
tenant - Governor, was also proud of
the way the schools had conducted
themselves. .They showed great attention
and careful precision, and this in itself isa
great education, which trains boys to that
obedience which all must learn, sooner or
later.

There were on parade in the 27 compan-

ies, including officers and privates, 1316.
These were commanded by 78 commissioned
officers.
Demonstrations, such as that of yester-
day, are a great need in this country. If
we can make patriots in -this way itis
indeed a 'very inexpensive and harmless
way and yet withal a pleasant one.

to a Trivial Suit,

Mr. Justice Falconbridge does not con-
ceal his disgust at the action of people who
go to law over trifles. While the case of
Lackie v. Lount was tried recently at Lon-
don, and the defendant gave evidence, the
judge remarked: ‘‘Suppose this old lady,
who is 83 years of age, was asking what
you considered a little too much, don’t you
think it would have bee just as well t0
have given it to her? It was only the use
of a couple of acres of land at best for o
short time.” To this the defendant did
not vouchsafe any intelligent reply. A
littlg further on in the evidence it was
shown that a settlement had not been made
because he would not agree to what would
practically amount to about $1.25 per an-
num. On this fact coming out, His Lord-
ship said, very emphatically: *‘Then it
appears that this suit’has been brought in
the High Court of Justice over a dispute
which amounts to about §1.25 per year, the
cost of which will be at least $200 to each
side. - It is shameful, shameful.” There
was quite a little nervousness among the
legal lights present when this statement
came from His Lordship.
