In 1847, the name was changed
to the Albany & Schenectady.

In 1863, this road was consolidated
with nine other-small ljnes, forming the
New York Central; and in 1869 this com-
pany was consolidated with the Hudson
River Railroad, forming what has since
been known as the New York Central &
Hudson River Railroad.

In 1831, the ‘Mohawk & Hudson carried
but a few hundred passengers; last year,
the New York Central & Hudson River
Railroad carried over 18,000,000, d
