Which Is Often Good Substitute ^ 
for Book Learning

KAZAN. July 31.— The Russian peas­
ant, upon intimate contact, has been 
found to be not so illiterate or so stupid 
as it has been the habit to represent. 
him. While he may not always be 
able to read, he possesses a natural 
shrewdness and intelligence which stand 
him in good stead. A practical com­
mon sense is often a good substitute 
for book learning.

American relief administration work­
ers have had much to do with Russian 
peasants in their various activities in 
these lands, and have come to regard 
them with respect.

“How is it,” one of the Russian in­
terpreters was asked, "that although 
these peasants cannot read and write 
they seem to be able to make accurate 
computations, and to master the in­
tricacies of the Russian currency? They 
seem to understand perfectly even the 
new bank notes in which those marked 
100 rubies equal those put out last year, 
which were worth 1.000,000.

"They appreciate the value of stu­
pidity,” was the answer. "They like 
to appear simple, more simple than they 
are It is partly a pose with them, 
but it has its practical side, too. They 

i appear guileless and manage to drive a 
good bargain because their very guile­
lessness allays the suspicion of the 
person with whom they are dealing.

"1 hand them a 1,000.000 ruble note. 
•What is this?' they ask. I tell them 
that it is a million. They accept it. 
They will shake their heads. You may 
point out that it has many ciphers fol- 
owing the figure. They will not accept 

| it. But,” you persist, ‘you cannot read,
I why do you think I am lying to you?’ 

‘But I have never seen that sort of a 
million before,’ they answer, and they 
will not take it.

‘‘You take a paper to a peasant to 
be signed. He looks at it and asks 
what it is ail about. You read it to 
him. He nods, but protests that he 
cannot write. ‘Let someone else write 
my name on it.’ he says, and later he 
may repudiate the agreement, saying 
that he never signed it and did not 
even know what it contained.

“I believe that many of them who 
can both read and write are careful 
to conceal that knowledge, believing 
that it will be to their advantage to do 
so. They are not so stupid as they 
appear.”

TRIBUTE TO CAREER
OF SIR HENRY WILSON |

_______ : |
Sacrifice Has Stirred Up Government, 

Says W. H. Dunbar In Address 
to Black Knights.

LTSTOWEL. July 31.— A special | 
service was held in Christ Church here 
last evening, when Sir Knight Rev. W.
H. Dunbar, deputy grand chaplain of 
West Ontario, addressed the Royal 
Black Knights of the British Common­
wealth. The sacred edifice was filled 
to the doors, and the service was a 
most impressive one.

In extendng a hearty welcome io the 
sir knights and members of the 
Orange association. The speaker stated 
that it was the fourth time at this sea­
son that he had been called upon to 
preach an Orange sermon, each time 
to a crowded house. The text selected 
for the occasion was Daniel 5:29, 8, 
after narrating the story of Belshazzaro 
impious feast and the remarkable way 
in which Cyrus and his army took pos­
session of Babylon, he referred to 
Daniel as the most outstanding char­
acter among the Jews in Babylon on 
account of his fidelity to God, his 
splendid achievements under four 
heathen potentates, and his rising to 
such great eminence under the 
haughtiest aristocracies of the ancient 
world. The lessons drawn from the nar­
rative by the speaker were three, viz.: 
That God expected men to prove their 
lives according to the manifestations 
that He had been pleased to give Him­
self; the blessedness of the man who 
had courage enough to stand for God 
under all circumstances and especially 
when he stood alone. When dwelling 
upon this lesson he referred to the four 
most striking examples in the Old 
Testament : Joseph in Egypt, Rahab in 
Jericho, Elijah in Israel and Daniel in 
Babylon; the third lesson was the par­
amount duty of men to glorify God.

At the close of the sermon the speak­
er referred to the situation in Ire­
land. He deplored the action of the 
British Government in negotiating with 
the leaders of the murder gangs in 
matters relative to the welfare and 
peace of Ireland, and he paid a glowing 
tribute to the late Field-Marshal Sir 
Henry Wilson, as one of the greatest 
men that Ireland had ever produced and 
who had possibly done more than any 
one man in the British Empire to win 
the great World War. The field mar­
shal. to his everlasting honor, said the 
speaker, absolutely refused to enter 
into negotiations with the leaders of 
the trouble makers in Ireland, and had 
laid down his great life in the north 
of Ireland's cause. The sacrifice of a j 
man of such transcent ability had, I 
he believed, wakened up the British 
Government, and had taught them that j 
the border line must not be broken, j 
that Ulster must now and always re- ; 
main an integral part of the British i 
Empire.

The speaker concluded his address, j 
which had been listened to with rapt j 
attention, with an earnest appeal to : 
the sir knights and Orange brethren to j 
be loyal to their God. their King, their j 
country and stand unitedly under the | 
flag which for 1,000 years had waved 
the battle and the breeze.

On returning to the lodge room ad­
dresses were given by prominent sir 
knights and the worshipful mistresses 
of iady lodges, and a hearty vote of 
thanks was carried by acclamation and 
tendered to Sir Knight Rev. W. H. Dun­
bar for the inspiring address, and to 
the members of the choir for the serv­
ice of praise so efficiently rendered.

The Royal Black Knights of the 
British Commonwealth from Palmer­
ston and Listowel will celebrate the 12th 
of August this year in London. The 
matter of a special train for returning 
home in the evening is being taken up 
with the G. T. R. officials.

Canadian Government to Close 
Barrington Passage Station

ERECTED DURING WAR

MUST CONSIDER EMBARGO 
LEGISLATION FULLY

Lloyd George Declines to Add to State­
ment of Friday Regarding 

Probable Bill.
LONDON, July 31.—(Canadian Press 

Cable)—Echoes of the cattle embargo- 
fight were heard in the Commons to­
day when Premier Lloyd George, reply­
ing to a question as to whether the 
Government had decided to introduce 
during the autumn session, a bill for 
the lifting of the embargo, said he re­
gretted his inability to add to his reply 
of July 28, when he said time would 
be needed to give the matter full con­
sideration.

An advocate of the embargo asked 
for assurance that the most stringent 
precautions would be taken to prevent 
the importation of diseased cattle Into 
Great Britain, to which Premier Lloyd 
George nodded assent.

Will Maintain Installations as Are 
Aid to Navigation

OTTAWA, July 31.—(Special to The 
Free Press)—The poicy of the Cana­
dian Government is tq get out of the 
commercial end of wireless telegraphy 
to which it was to some extent com­
mitted as a war exigency. It will, of 
course, maintain such wireless in­
stallations as are an aid te navigation.

One of the largest wireless stations 
in Canada, that at Barrington Passage, 
N. S., will be closed (n the near future. 
This follows on similar action taken by 
the British Government with regard 
to the admiralty medium power radio 
station at Bermuda, whicn was closed 
on July 1. As' a consequence the com­
mercial service between Barrington and 
Bermuda has been suspended, and as 
the Government has no other use for 
Barrington it will be closqd.
ERECTED IN 1915.

Both were war stations having been 
erected in 1915 as part of the chain 
of naval radio stations extending from 
St. Johns, Newfoundland, to Demarara, 
British Guiana, Barrington acting as 
the connecting link between St, Johns 
and Bermuda.

The closing of Bermuda and Barring­
ton marks the termination of the North 
Atlantic chain of naval radio stations, 
St. Johns, Jamaica and Demarara hav­
ing been closed by the admiralty In 
June.

fhe three radio direction-finding sta­
tions at Cape Race, Canso and Halifax, 
erected during the war, will be retained 
as a permanent part of the “aid to 
navigation” service of the department 
of marine and fisheries.
