Springfield Republican --The Ger-
mans fear above all things the cool,
dogged British perseverance, accord-
ing to a Scandanavian man of letters,
who has just been visiting Germany.
Few people outside of Germany
probably have doubted that just this
perseverance is one of the chief assets
of the Allies.

Dr. Francis L. Patton, of Prince-
town Seminary was recently inter-
viewed on the war and is quoted. as
saying; "The war is a relapse into
paganism, and I am saying this, not
as a neutral, for I am out and ont,
through and though, rooted aud
rock-ribbed on the side of the Allies.
When I pray I do vot pray that the
right side may win, but that the Al-
lies may win. I'am not leaving any
doubt about it."”

One day there was hoisted from a
German trench a sign reading,—‘'The
British are fools.” This was with-
drawn and up was shoved the sign
“The French are fools.” Next one
reading; “‘We are fools,” and finally
this one: “Let us all go home.” It
took the German fifteen months to
reach the point where they would
hoist signals of this kind. Even
then they overlooked the real point.
They must do the home-going. The
French to whom they signalled are
at home.

Five financiers of world-wide fame,
according to the Paris correspondent
of the Sunday Times, were digcuss-
ing the duration of the war in a Paris
club. One declared it would end in
March next. Three of the others
concurred in this view. The fourth,
described as “head of the biggest
banking concern in the world, and
whose name commences with R,”
demurred. "“If you really want my
firm belief as regards Germany,” he
said, “she will be beaten by Febru-
ary.” This Rothschild prophecy
will be borne in mind.

An example that is likely to be fol-
lowed 1n many other places has been
set by the city councils in Kingston
and St. Cathavines, both of which
have decided to raise the statute
labor or pell tax, for which the young
men are liable, to $5.00 per head if
the legislature approves. This tax is
paid by those who are not on the
rolls for any other tazes, and it is
not considered desirable that they
shall misg the opportunity of con-
tributing their bit when so much of
the public money is being devoted
to patriotic purposes. The feeling is
that the amount should be larger,
even $10 per head per annum. A
good many of them could very pro-
perly enlist, and they will not do
military duty except under conscrip-
tion. They can spend less on diver-
sions and more on war, and the
exactions of the Kingston council are
calculated to add considerably to the
fund.—Municipal World.

The Voluntarv Aid De-
tach:ment .of St. John Ambulance
Association, and of tha Red Cross, is
being prepared to replace men clerks
and cooks, etc., in military hospital.
The positions of women quarter-
masters are being anticipated for the
control of supply of the institutions,
and for the more economic husband-
ing of stores.

For this purpose the Government
have instituted a course of training.
Twice a week lectures are given on
the administration and etiquette of a
military -hospital, on quartermaster’s
office, and duties, on building and
equipment, the commissariat and
kitchen, clothing, linen and general
stores.
