Highway Should
Come Via 4th Line

|fcnd Serve Thriving Urban Municip- I 
alitiei of Wyoming,, Watford, Ker- : 
wood and Strathroy—Movement 
Should be Immediately Launched 
to Present Claims of These Mun­
icipalities to Government—Situa­
tion Clearly Outlined in Letter 
From Mr. S. Oakes of Strathroy.

* A question of great importance to 
-jtiie future welfare of Watford and 
Hhe neighboring municipalities of 
Wyoming on the west and Kerwood 
iand Strathroy on the east is opened 
tip in a very timely letter from Mr. 
Sam Oakes of Strathroy. The case 
Ss very concisely put by Mr. Oakes, 
and should be followed up by ener­
getic, concerted action on the part 
of all citizens and organizations, 
having these municipalities’ interests 
at heart. A move should be made im­
mediately to muster all civic forces, 
Èo that pressure may soon be brought 
to bear upon the government auth­
orities with the hope that they will 
see the wisdom of designating a 
route for this highway which will 
serve the most people of this part of 
the province, and in the most logical 
iand economical way. The proposed 
routing via the 4th line to Strathroy 
(if continued south through Mt. 
Brydges to Delaware) would save 
ten or twelve miles of expensive pav­
ing. We are led to believe that there 
Ï9 an opportunity now to present the 
cliams of Wyoming, Watford, Strath- 
Toy and other municipalities, before 
this matter is finally settled by the 
Government. Let a general movement 
get under way as quickly as possible. 
Here is the letter:

Strathroy, March 31, 1925 
There is a matter which is vitally 

important to this district that I would 
like to bring to your attention and 
to the attention of your readers.

This is the route of the proposed 
Hew provincial highway from Sarnia 
to London. I understand the govern­
ment is about ready to decide defin­
itely on the route which this new 
paved road will take. This decision 
will have untold effects on this town, 
end the town should take every meas­
ure possible to lay before the govern­
ment its interesfin the matter.

There are two routes under con­
sideration. The first is that of the 
Sarnia Gravel. The second is the Sar­
nia Gravel to Wyoming sideroad, then 
South along that sideroad to the vill­

age, then east along the fourth line 
to Strathroy. From this point there is 
an alternative course. One is along 
the townline between Caradoc and 
Adelaide, striking the Sarnia Gravel 
east of Poplar Hill and following the 
gravel to London. The other is to turn 
south at Strathroy, via the Mt. 
Brydges road, until the present pave­
ment is met at Delaware.

The first route via the Sarnia Gra­
vel will sidetrack Strathroy, Watford 
and every other urban centre between 
Sarnia and London. Each town will 
be three miles from the pavement. 
The second route via the 4th line is 
on further and will touch every im­
portant place and pass right through 
Strathroy. The slightest consideration 
will emphasize the innumerable ad­
vantages to each of these places, of 
the second route. These advantages 
are so many and so important that I 
believe this town and the other muni­
cipalities along the way similarly ef­
fected, should join together to urge 
most strenuously upon the govern­
ment to designate the 4th line as the 
new highway.

Any action along this line should 
be taken at once, before the govern­
ment is committed definitely to any 

1 route.
