As to Fences.

The fence qygption is a most important
one on every farm.. The cost of building
and maintaining good fences is heavy, and
all are interested in keeping it down as low
as possible. It seems to me that very many
farmers incur needless expense by cutting
up theirfields intosmall or irregularpatches,
and sometimes by fencing land when it is
entirely unnecessary. No one can settle
such a question for another, but I have so
arranged matters on Fairview farm that
the cost is probably reduced to a minimum,

Some natural pasture land on one end of
the farm furnishes all the grass needed for
the stock. ‘These fields are well sodded
and are kept as clean as possible of briars
and bushes.- The growth of green food is
very heavy every year, and these are pro-
fitable acres. They are cat up into. fields,
both for the sake of the stock and for con-
venience. The inclosures are made by well
staked rail fences, having one strand of
barbed wire drawn either on the top of the
center of the fence or along the inside cor-
ners to proteet the riders from displacement
by colts or other stock.  Either way is good
and the wire renders resetting unnecessary
and the wire renders resetting unnecessary
be loosened by the rubbing of stock.
