In some places the chim-

neys were fortified against this danger by being lined

all the way up with a coating of tin, which is found to

last some years.'

I should be very sorry to have to live with the

Newfoundlanders if they have such houses as these;

it seems more like what we read of the savages in

their wigwams."

Well, George, your grandfather fell in with some

of these people, a party of I ndians fro m Canada; and,

as it was late at night when he reached their wig-

-is, the guide beor ed to be allowed to pass the

night with them. This they courteously permitted,

and showed every hospitality to theîr unexpected

guests. It was a curious sight, the whole party,

men women and children lying around the fire in

the middle of the tent, upon spruce boughs, spread

like féathers, to form the couch. The softest and

cleanest deer skin was most courteously offéred to the
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
