By atlending tol
the reports of the Professors themselves; the
Synod will find, more minutely stated, the
grounds on which the members of the Board
based their approval.

Professor Keir's Report—There were 16
students in regular attendauce during the
whole term, exiepta very few days, when
those who had been licensed, were necessa-
rily absent, having had to preach ata dis-
tance from the Hall. Five were of the fourth
g5l yeor, namely : Messrs, Henry Crawford,
1! James Thompson, and John MoLeod,—who
had reseived license—and James McGregor
McKay, and James MeLean,—who had been
taken on trials for liconse. Eaxcli of these
delivered o popular sermon during tite ses-|
sion, and performed the other prescvibed)
exercises. Three students, namely :
Messrg. Allan Fraser, John Currie, and
William Keir, aro of the third year;
and cach of them delivered a lecture.
Of the second year there arc siz stu-
dents, namely : Messra. Alexander Ca-
meron, George Roddick, James Collie,
John Hardie, John Matheson, and Sa-
muel Johnson. These delivered each a
homily. Of the first year, thera are two
stadents, Mr John MecKinnon and My
George Gordun. The last named was
0t o student regularly admisted, but|
was recommended by the Board of For-
EE ciga Missions, with o view to be taken
B8 on trial as o foreign missionary. Each
o of these read o thesis,”

¢*Eloven leotures were read on Pasto-
ral Theology, pointing out the nature
and importance of the pastoral office ;
the Christion ministry both ordinary
and extrao.dinary; Pastoral qualifica-
tions and pastoral duties, both public
and private. T have nothing to state
farther, but that the class met regular-
1y every day; when 2 lecturo was rend,
an examination took place on the lece
ture of the previous day, and discuurses
were delivered when found ready. The
conduct of tho students was very exem-
plary.” *

Professor Smith’s Report—:¢ Durin
the last session we were occupied wit
the fourth and last grand division of the
enurse, viz© Miscellaneous hranches of
Biblical Literature; comprising seven
chapters with their subdivisions: the
Canon, Inspiration, Mirdcles, Antigui-
ties, Scripture History, Sacred Geogra-
phy, and the scientific features of Pales-
tine, such ag, Natural History, Botany,
Agricalture, Geology, Mineralogy, and .
Meteorology. There was, however, 2
very disproportionate attention paid to
many of these subjects, owing to tho
miscaleulations incident toa first course.
It spared, this evil will be corrected in
future. .

¢*Nearly half the hooke in the Canon
were disposed of in the session of 1852.
In my first course, I deemed it proper
to dwell longer on the Canon—its for-
mation, critical history, and defence— |
than T propose to do again. The tide of
heterodoxy, on that suhject, is now com-
pletely turned. Tho battle has beon
fonght and won. Sound views on the
Canon are now fairly in the ascendant,
