1t was necessary, howaver, to go
through certan formalities, and on
Aug 1, 1800, a legal dosument wae
signed by the prinee-priest i the royal
paiace @t Dresden, by which he
renounced all rights as prince royal of
thie house of Suxony, but it is expreesly
stuted that, should the throne be
vacant by resson of the death of
tbe intervening beirs, he will accept
the king Thus pepulinr d
reud u¢ follows :

** We, Mx, Duke of Baxony, having
been cousccrated to the holy priest.
boud, do hereby renounce for all time,
with  the restriotions  heresfter
mentioned, all rights  appertain
1ng to us as & prince of *he royal houss
of 8+xmy, undor the aeorce of Sept
4, 1881, relating to the succession to
the wLrone, Lo the admimstration of the
kingdom, to participetion in the royal
family counctl, and to membership
in the upper house of the legislature,
and slso, under the royal house deoree
of Deo 30, 1887, relating to money
allowances, suits and the succesgion in
the cotlateral line.  This renunciation
sball be meffeotive 1f a¢ any time, the
Suxon royal throne being vacant, we
shall be the the only surviving prince
of tho royal house of Saxony.
