LNGLISH PRESUYTHRRIAN MIsSIONS IN CHINA,
=These have a special interest for us because
they ate wur nearest neighbours in the China
fictd, sharing with us the work in Fomuosa,
and working besides two large districts on the
mainland opposite Formiosa, of which the citie?
of Amoy and Swatow arc the centres. The
latest Lresbyteriam Messenger to hand containg
the first annual report of the Medival Mission
Hospital in Amoy, from which we clip some
interesting extracts. ‘T'he description of the
buildings is remarkably clear and concise ==
“The buildings are rectangular in outline, sur-
rounding a central quadrangle. On the one
side is a range of three wards—a large mole
ward for twelve patients, a small male ward for
six paticnts, and a female ward for six . patients,
The other cide is occupied by a range containing
conisulting-room, dispensary, operating - 1orm,
storc room, and kitchen,  The land-frontage
contains rooms for preacher, dispenscr, cook,
‘and coolie, between which passes the main
entrance to the quadrangle; while the sea-
fronitage: is occupied by the waiting-hall” How
the work is-catried on is well toid :—'*The
work was carried on with the assistance of two

Much
Christian work is thusbeing dene in the hospital,
with increasing hdpefulness of success.  In con
ducting an institution of this kind, it is impor-
tant to bear in mind that, as a general rule, a
Chinaman fecls favourably disposed to the
Rospel in proportion, not so much to the' good
intentions of the physician Sof-whic.h. by. the
way, he is sometimes 4 little dubious) as to the
actual bodily benefit he himselfl receives. ‘The
‘doctrine’ and the treatment ate both strange
to him, and he often cstimates the truth of the
one by the success of-the other. A high stan-
dard of efliciency must accordingly be aimed at,
and every. case carefully and particularly treated.”

On the appointed evening, the opening of the
envelopes, teading the contents, counting the
money, with rrayers, ‘Yematks, and singing in-
terspersed, will inake a very pleasant occasion,
"And the amount received, we venture to say, will
in most cases exceed what would be netted from
a fair or other cntertainment.
