Little Aunie's seul %vent iute the presence of
its Maker as pure and white as tho ivinter
snow, or the pale liles and roses that are
clasped in lier cold dead flugers. We repeat
again the beautiful words of our tcxL, "'It is
well with the cbuld."'

So littIe Annie wvas laid away in lier tiuiy
grave in the old cemetry, and for înany a
day the par-ents watched over it. Sweet
flowers ,vere planted above it, and lent thicir
swectuess and fragrance to, beautify the
place that wvas se sacred to those who loved
the littie child. .1 marble slab was placed
abeve the little sulent sleeper with tu wvords
of the text upon it. 'Plie passing stranger
pniglit have tholnght the. inscription. "It is
well witli the child" a litile strange. luit net
those who kin-.-v the stery cennected with bier
death.

Lit-
tic Annie's tragic deatli did liot stuay its pow-
er for a single moment. It 'vent on iu the
saine coînmuiiity just as it diii hefore. and
the vcry eues wvbu, were respeniisd)e for lier
death, go on ine their old waysi.
