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and to Italy, when he iuvited, not as has
been said, the Church to reconcile herself
with liYerty—the Church reconciles, she
does not reconcile herself, shie has no need
to recoucils bLerself with any—but when
he invited modern liberty to reconcile
jtsolf rvith the Church, too long misunder-
stood by it. If he had not made this great
attempt, this great and noble trial, and
ghat with a right-mindedness and good
faith beyond cowpare, one might have
doubted of the greatnass of his soul ; one
might have thought—some narrow souls
might have thought that the Pontifical
authority systematically repelled progress,
civilisation, liberty. But now, after the
trial he has made, it is placed Leyond
doubt, that if liberty has not taken root
at Rome, it,is not the fault of Pius IX.
it is the fault of those to whon he gave
that liberty. (Loud approbation on the
‘Right.) He did not then deceive himself
in ubdertaking. that great and noble work
achtich will immortslise him, and on which,
for wmy pasty I shall always felicitate him.
Nor:can he have changed, any more than
erred, [ am convinced that he is in nowise
digposed to sacrifice the cause of liberty—
of right liberty—to the worship of force;
but he hus seen, he is enlightened, he has
hiad his eyes. opened, he has profited by
the lesson which (od has given him by
.exeuts, and he would be inexcuasable if he
.did not profit by it. Awnd besides, if he
had changed, which [ do not beleve,
“Avould be peréhance be the only man who
#ds changed in Europe, in France, and
.everywhere cise? Allusion was tade
here vesterday to the apostasy of the great
Liberal patty. Well, gentlemen, what in
fact has taken place in the world witiun
the last few years? Do you really sup-
ose that the wmen of sense, of heart, of
conscience, love and adore liberty, or be-
lieve iz it, believe in the ascending march
.of the human race, in the indefinite pro-
gress of civilisation and institutions, as
'they did two or three years ago? (Move-
ment -in oppozition.) Do you suppoge
-that in France, in Furope, everywhere,
the hardiest consciences, hearts and in-
telligences have not been overwhelined ?
Do, you suppose that a bloofly light has
not arisen 1 many intelligences and many
consciences ?  (Renewed applause on the
Riglit.)’ "And if you doubt of our compe-
tence, of our impartiality, of us, politi-
cians, of us, Parlamentary men used-up
and disgusted with the fatigues of the
political life, then I -would say to you:
,Go, sound the depths of natiuns, go to no
matter what modest hearth, ask obscure,
but generous aad intelligent patriots ; go

andusk wen who have never mixed themn-!

selves up in affairs, whe have always re-
,mained far apurt front the noise, the agita-
stion, and the disgusts of the political hie
knock at ..e door of their heart, sound
their conscience, and ask them whether
they luve progress and liberty with the
“game love wich they loved it heretofore ;
or tather whether, whilst still loving it,
tbey believe m it with the same fuith,
with-the same confidence? You will not
find one in a hundred who does ; no, not
onein athousand. (Long aud loud ap-
plause on' the Right. Murmurs and de-
pials on the Left.) |

Ah! this is sad, it i2 a sad truth; 1
understand the pain which it. inspires; 1
.also feel it myself ; butitis a truth, and
1 defy vou to deny it. Make the search
which I point out: go and sound the
hearts of men, you will not find one in a
humdred, you will not find one in a thou-

sand of the Liberals of the past, who have !

the same faith, the same ardour which
they had two or three years ago. {-“ltis
trae! Itistrue ! “Nol Nol¥) Itis
but vesterday you said so; oune of the
orators to whom all listened with the
silence of respect, if it was not with that
of $ympathy. one of your orators said so
yesterday at this Tribunc ; be wnarked it
out, hie defined it ; he gave it the name
of the apostasy of the great Liberal party.
1 am wking on me the task of comniug to
.explain to you this phenomenon, and you
jnterrapt we, and yoo regard it as an af-
-front. -I'Bave a2 great deal wmnre to tell
you: I -say that tlus phenomenon is

universal, and I am going to giv? you the
reason of it. Why -this change ? -Be-
cause everywhore the name and vanner
of liberty havg been usurped by impurd
and ineorrigibla demagogues, who have
sullied them, und who have only” a¥ailed
themselves of them to secure the trimph
of crime. (Vi.lent exclamation on the
Left.  Loud spplause on the Right)
Wheretofore, tien, gentlemen (turnlng to
the Left), will von assume what [ say to
yourselves 7 Why will you not liston to
me ?  Allow me here to state historical
facts. 1 say that everywhere impure
and incorrigible demagogues have sullied
the cause of liberty, (Renewed interrup-
tion on the Left. A Voice—It is the
Jesuits who defiled it.  Laugh and excla-
mation on the Right.) 1 say that every-
where, at the foot of the Capitel as at the
barrier of Fontainbleau, in the suburbs
of Frankfort as ou the bridge of Pesth,
everywhere the demoeratic poaiard has
been unworthily united to the banner of
liberty. (Lond exclamations on the Left.)

The Pagstognr—Pray allow him the
liberty of speaking against assassination.

M. e Mosraremsert—1 uoderstand
an interruption which I cateh in the pass-
age. You object tn me the monarchical
gibbets, Do you suppose I have two
weights and two measures. I never had
them. It was [ who before now branded
with reprobation the massacres of Galicia
in the Chamber of Pears. 1 donotrepent
of having dovne so, awl I retract nothing.
You object to me the executions of Hun-
gary, the executions of Count Batthyani
and others. I do not hesitate here to
deolare that if the facts which the journals
report be true, that if there are no other
motives for their exccutions than those
given to thie public—(on the Left, ¢ Ah,
ah 1 do you douht it ?”—on the Right,
“ Let him speak I")—if it be so, L-con-
demn those exccutions ; I condemn them,
I deplore thew, I detest them ; but I add
that, after all, these are the reprisals pro-
voked By the murder of Cuount Zichy, of
General Latour. (lronical exclamations
ori the Left)

I go further, and I say thatitis the
misdecds, the assassinations, the crimes
committed everywhere in the name of
liberty, which bave frozen aud desolated
the hearts most deveted to her cause.
Do you know what it is that extinguishes
in men’s hearts the radiant and fertlising
flame of liberty > Itis not the hand ot
tyrants. Look at Poland! Kor three
quarters of a century, has not the flame
of liberty been burmng inextinguishably
. under a triple oppression 2 Do you know
what extinguishes it? ’Tis they, they,
those demagogues of whom [ was jast
now speaking—those anarchists. (Loud
applause on the Right—clamour oo the
Left) Those men who declare every-
where an impious and implacable war
against human nature ; against the funda-
mental conditions of society ; against the
eternal bases of truth, right, dnd social
justice: behold the men who extinguish
the love of hiberty. (Renewed applause.)

Look, I implore you, on what was pass-
ing in Europe three years age.  Liberty
was everywhere gradually extending its
empire. Kings all came by turns, wine-
ing, I grant—(laughter)—but sull they
all did come by wurns, to depusit 1 some
j sort, their crown at the feet of Liberty, |
demanding of her a new consecration,.a
new investiture ; the Pope himselt, Pus
IX., the living symbol of authoruy, the
incarnation of the most august and most
ancient power. (Ironical laughter on the
Extreme Left.)

‘T'he Prusipest.—I must have this ob-
servation registered, that assassins, dema-
gogues, and anarchists cannot be attacked
without exciting your murmurs, and that
homage cunnot be rendered to whatis
worthy of reverence withoyy exeiting your
laughter and derision. (Loud applause
on the Right benches; clamours on the
Extreme Left)

M. pr Mo~TareyssrT—Ping IX. him-
self, the most august and ancient symbol
of authority on the earth, had thought
that F~ could demand from liberty, from

deimocracy, from pidgress, ~ from “the |

madorn spily, ane additional ray for his tiara.
Well, what®hmaof it 1 You stopped all that;
you ‘overturned #ll ;%you destroyed all ; you
stopped and- tuered from: its course all that
adatirable current  wlich gpired us, ald
Liberals as you call us, with so mnuch confi-
dence and admiratvon.  T'his current is lost.
You.have detbroued some kings it 13 true, bat
you have mueh more ceirtaly dethroned
hberty, (Applause on the Right ) .

Kings have reascended their thronez, iberty
has nat reascended hers.
cended the throne which sho had 10 our hearts
QOn, I am well aware that you write her name
ap evecywhere, in all laws, upon overy wall,
upon every cornice (pointing to the rool of the
Chamber) : but i our hearts its name 13
effaced. Yes, that faie, that prond, that holy,
thut pure, snid noble ltherty, which we have
loved so much, cherished so much, served so
mnch—(violent mterruptions on the Lef)—
yes, served before vou, more than you, better
than you—(renewed ciamour) —that hiberiy—
itis not dead, Iop=, bat 1t s extinguished,
withered,erushed, stifled —(renewed clamounr)
—between what one of vou has dared to call
the supremacy of the end, that ix to say,the
supremacy of ewvil, and on the other hand,
that turced return towards the exaggeration
of authority, nature, for human saciety, for
the huwan heart, ternificd by your excesses,
(Loud and long continued applause on the
benches of the Majority.)

And what resulted from this strugele be-
tween Napolaon and Piws VILT A great
weakness and a great losy of reputatim for
the mi sy emperor, and at the end of the
reckoming, a great defeat.  Becruse, and this
is the gravest pomt 1 the strugule—it is what
ouzht 1o sirike all mnds, even the mast preju-
diced, even thore least sensible to the
emotions which perhaps you thwnk are acting
upon meat this momeat, 1tis only discredit
or less of reputation winch sooner or later at-
ose struggle agaimst the Holy See,
pthat, itas defeat!

U1 worch vour notice ; hecause there is be-
tween the Holy See and yoa, and every one
else who would combat against it, an equality
of strength.  And be well assured that s
meqaality is not for jycu, bat agaiust you.
You bave 890,0i1) men, fleets, cannon, all
the resources which material force can furnish.
Ttistrue  And the Pope has nothing of all
that; but he has what you havenot, he has a
moral firce, an empire over conscience and
souls 0. which you cannuot have any pretension,
and that empire Lnmortal. (Denial on theLeil.
Loud applause on the Right.)  You deny it,
you deny moral force, you deny the Faith,
you deny the empire of the Ponufical autho-
rity over sonts, that empire which has brought
the proudest emperors o reason ! Well, be

it so; byt there is one thing which you
cannot d%. tis the weakness of the Holy
Seey. BoWvell assured of it it iz that very

weakiness which makes its force insurmount-
able against you. Ah, yest there is not
in the history of the world a greater or a
imore consoling spactacle than the embar-
rassment of force when it has to coutend with
weakness.  (Renewed aud loud applause on
the Right.)

Allow me to make a familiar comparison.
When a man is driven to contend with a
woman if that woman s not the very lowest
of creation she may brave him with impunity,
she saysto him; Sirike! but you will dishp-
nour yourself, and you will not conquer me!
{** Hear, hear.”) Well, the Church is not
woman ; she is very inuch more than woman
—she is a Mother t (¢ Ifear, hear™ A
trip'e salvo of applause greeted this expression
of the hon. membrr.) She is a mother; she
is the mother of Europe; she is the mother of
modern society ; she is the mother of modern
humanity§  Oae may; il one pleases, be an
unnatural son, a rebelious son, an yngrateful
sou; huta son one always remains, and a
moment comes in this parricidal conflict
against the Church, when this conflict becomes
insupportable by the human race, and when
e who has engaged in it falls overwhelmed
and annikilated, whether by defeat or by the
unanimons condemnation of humanity. {Re-
aewed applause.)

Figure to yourself, gentlemen, Pius IX.
appealing to Earope, appealing 10 posterity,
appealing 10 God against the violence and
azainst the constraint of France, of Eranco
which saved him, and which would thus add
the most ridicalous of indonsistencics 'to a
crime, which has never brought happitiess to
any one sin<e history has existed. (' Hesr,
hear.”  Prolonged approbation.) Besides,
gentleren, be very certdin that you would
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prapmni - ]
noteven so come to an emd, becanse the
Church has infinite means of resistance.

1 feel that I must conclude, nnd yet' 1
wauld wish to say one word an reply to M.
Victor Hugo, who pretended that 1leas were
aginvincible and as duruble as dogmas. 1'hat
18 the very pretension of the modern schoo,
to create tdeas and o give them the eternily
and the ommipotence of dogmas. “Well, |
have no difliculty 1 telltng you 10 passing,
that this is a chimerien lpretension.  No idea
18 capavlo of resicting the canons and the
torce which B. Victor Hego would spply ‘to
1it; for three reasons: the first, becnure 1deas
are variable ard dogwtas immutadble.  (Hear,
hear.) The second, because 1dexs are “fubini-
cated by you und by ime—we hkuow the
workshops where they are fabricated, (Ge-
neral laughter, and proloinged applavse on
Right.) Dogmas, on the contrary, have a
mysterious and supernatural origin. (On ke
Left, ©Oh, oh ' —on the Right, * Hotr,
hear””)  And, in the last place, ‘deas only
reizn for a time ; and over what? Over the
umaginaion, at most gver thought, over rea-
son, over passion. Dogmas reigre over the
conscience.  Behold the differance ! g Pro-
longed applause.) Well. when M. %Wictor
Hugo shall have found mo an wlea which has
lasted for cighteen centuries, and winch has
200 millions of believers, then T will consent
to recogznise in that idea the rights ol the
anthority which 1 demand for the Church.
{Laughs of approbation on the Right)

I conclude, by disposing of n phrase which
1 have felt painfully, as you doubtlessall have ;
it has been said the honour of -eur.flag
has been compromsed in the expeditivn un-
derteken aganst Rometo destroy the Raman
Republic, and 10 re-estaplish the autharity of
the Pope. (Qu the Lef, “Yes.yest). Lo
this reproach all within these walls ought to
e sensible, and reject it as I am doing at
1his moment. Mo, the fronour of ‘our 'flag
has not been cimpromised; un, never has
that noble flag shadowed a more noble enter-
prize beneath ns Yfolds. (Clambur on - the
Left.  Applause on the Right,)+ ‘History will
say so. 1 appeal with confidence 10 itg, wit-
ness and its judgment.  (On the ‘Left; ** So
do we.’) Sov do wou! Be it so. History,
if I do ot deceive myself, will cast a. vuil
over all these ambiguities, over all these tergi-
versations, over all the disputes, whick ydu
have wmarked with so much bitterness and “dn
anxiéty so acive 1o cause disuniom-ito teign:
among us; it will cast a veil over al} “that,; or
rather it will only remark on it to sestablish-
the grandear &f the enterprise by the numbér
and nacure of the difficultiesovercome: * i

That glory you would surely not desife to
attendance, to tarnish, to eclipse, by plungiug
yourselves inlo a labyrinth of contradiciions,
entanglements, and inextricable inconqxsten-
Know you what would tarnish for ever
the glory of the Prench flag? It would be to
set that flag in opposition to the Cross, ta ~the
