OUR LECTURE COUBSE.

The second lecture of the term—“The Anglo
Saxon"—was delivered by Rev.J. E. Hopper, D.
D., on Friday evening, Feb. 22rd.

The lecturer said that the present age is onoc of
great intellectual activity. Old theories and dog-
mas are being daily !aid to rest and new ones
brought forward. This spirit of inquiry has created
n rashness that does not hesitate to lay hands up-
on the most sacred things. The record of Moses
is subjected to tho severest serutiny, and the Serip-
tural account of creation is assailed by all the
scientific learning of Darwin and his school. But
these things are but signs of an advancing civiliza-
tion, which will soon extend to all men and found
on liberty ana intelligence that dreawm of philoso-
phers and poets, a universal brotherhood. The
raco which is doing most for tho achievement of
this great object, and which approaches ncarest to
a perfect peoplo is the Anglo-Saxon.

When the Roman logions ccnquered the rude
savages dwelling in tho forests of the Thames val-
ley, they little thought that here in the far distant
future would be the great centre of civilization.
But although the nation advanced steadily, it was
not until she began to send colonists abroad that
her superiority over the great empires of old be—
camo apparent. The Uniled Staies, Canada, and
Australia aro great Anglo-Saxion nations; India
is rapidly being Anglicised; and from numberless
colonies /inglo-Saxon civilization is penctrating
heathen nations. Thus the dream of & univorsal
brotherhood begins to Jook like a reality; and the
bonds.of union are the stronger that they ars not
due so much.to physical as to mental and moral
powor.

The lecturer thought this superiority of the Ang-
lo-Saxons to he largely due to their belonging to g

mixed instead of an vlemental raco, and to the
powor of adapting themaselves to all circumstances.
Elemental races are narrow, and consider loyalty
to their own country as synonymous with hostil-
ity to others. But mixed races aro broad wnd lib-
eral, and the locturer hinted that freo trade prin-
ciples might reasonably be expected te find favor
among such nations. Again, the Anglo-Saxon has
tho best faculty of seclf-government, and this he-
cause life, liberty, and the undisturbed pursuit of
happiness are assured to all.

The Anglo Saxon race is the great colonizer
of the world. France and Spain tried unsuccess-
fully to found empires in Ameriea, but prosperity
attends the enterprising and persovering Saxon
wherover ho goes. Mr. Josoph Cook says that in
his tour around the world the predominancoe of
Euglish languago and literature amazed him.

Anglo-Saxons ave distinguished above all other
racos for drains, and thoy areable to turn their in-
telligence to practical account, They have invent-
ed more labor-saving machines than all other na-
tions together. This is largely owing to their bet-
ter education. Hero, the lecturer mado a compar-
ison between Emnglish and German colleges rathor
unfavorable to the latter, which do fully as much
for the sproad of scepticism as of learning. “Mero
enlightenment is a doubtful good.” In our col-
leges “mon are educated in heart as well as in head,
and the first is as important as the last.”

Another respect in which Saxon nations stand
far before others isin the liberty of tho Press.
“Nowspapers voflect the light of the age,” and
through their educating influence men are made
better eitizens and better Christians.

Bu. .t is the mission of the Anglo-Saxon to raise
men not only intellectually but also morally. In’
no other country has the tree of life borno so
abundant fiuit asin England and the United States,
and from these two countrios as centres mission-
aries are going forth to enlighton tho whole earth.
Christianity is the only aggressive voligion. Other
systems, having reached their culminating point,”
are falling to decay, and retrsat before the advane-
ing cross. Hero, again, is another bond, the
strongest of all, to bind men togother and malke’
the earth onoe universal brotherhood.

What is the future of the Anglo-Saxon? At the
present rate of progross in one hundred years they
will number 400,000,000 ; arts, scicnee, and litor- -
ature shall have risen to a height now incompre-
hengible; and the christian religion with its civi. -
