DiminisaiNg.—The Congregationalist is the
authority for the following about Vermont:—
That during the last fifty years, the member-
ship of the Congregational churches has di-
minished by about three thousand, and that
sixty-nine churches have died out or been
united with others.

PenNy Fonp.—The Bishop of Maryland,

shortly after his consecration, recommended
the plan of inviting every scholar in the Sun-
day-schools of the diocese to coniribute one
cent every month to a fnnd to be ealled “The
Bishop's Penny Fund,” end gubject to his con-
irol. "In his address to the late Convention he
gives interesting statement of what bas been
don eby this simple plan, and of the prospec-
tive good it may accomplish if faithfully and
systematically executed. It is & plan worthy of
consideration and of imitation in other dio-
ceses in our country, and will interest the
children in the noble work of evangelizing the
masses.

*“The Bishop’s Penny Fund, begun two years
gsince, has been held for accumulation, with the
exception of gome few small expenditures.
The whole amount received in the two years
is o little more than $2,000. The balance with
the treasurer is $1,891.61.

Hyuns A. & M.—It is stated that a commit-
tee has been appointed consisting of two
Bishops, editors of other hymnals, and the sur-
viving members of the original committoe of
“Hymns Ancient and Moderp,” of which near-
ly fifty millions have been sold, to issue a supple-
ment to contain carols, processional hymrs, a
more complete set of the ancient office hymas,
and a fuller series of litanies.

Bissor Rowrey HizL MemMoRIAL.—The
Archbishop of York has written to the Arch-
deacon of Man, suggesting that the splendid
Church at Peel, which the late Bishop of Sodor
and Man weas anxious to make the Cathedral
of the diocese, should be completed as 2 me-
morial to Bishop Rowley Hill. The cost will
be about £1,000.

Total
number of men and women burnt alive in
Spain under forty-five Inquisitors-General, 35,
534 ; total number burnt in effigy (i.e., those
who contrived to escape, and would have been
burnt alive if taken), 18,637; iotal condemned
to other punishments, 293,533. Gross totul,
347,704, —Church Times.

GrEGoORIAN CrLEBRATION.~The annual fes-.
tival of the Grogorian Choral Association, was
held at St. Paul's Cathedral on Tuesday even-
ing, and comprised the service for evensong,
a sermon by Canon Uole, and processions at
the boginning and ond.  Several hundred
mon and boys united in the hymuns and psalms,
and those umong the congregution who had
provided themselves with the music wore able
to take an activo part throughout tho service.
The accompaniment of the organ, played by Me,
Warwick Jordon, was supplomanted by flutes,
clarionets, trumpets, and a druwm, which result-
od in the cuormous body of voices keoping up
to the pitch. Tho gonoeral offoct of the music
was very good, and there is nodoubt that there
are many fine Gregoriun molodics, written in
one or other of the authentic modes, which
aro eminently adupted for religious purposes.
Canon Hole, in his eloquent sermon, luid stress
upon the besuties of the Grogorian chants,
without in any way depreciating the dovelop-
ment of modern musdic as connected with the
Church. He alluded to Ratisbon and the beau-
tiful services there, but there are churches
nearer home, no*ably that ot the Dominicans
on Haverstock-hill, which might have been
cited as examnples of excellent work done in tho
same direction.
