HJOW A PRIEST WON A DECORA-
TION.

(From the French )

B is a village situnted near Roanne; it
looks down upon a great plain, through
which the Loire rollsmajestically and calmly
along. The cure of the place was a splendid
finc old man, upon whose shoulders bis snow-
white locks fell down with patriarchal sim-
plicity. He was of a very cheerful disposition,
his fuce deeply bronzed, and, in spite of his
seventy years, he was still strong and straight
asan oak. For more than twenty years he ad-
ministered to the spiritual wants of his people
and was, in effect, lite the father of all the
inhabitants, .

Returning honie from the chureh, where
this pions old man was accustomed to spend
the morning, lLe would sometimes stop to
chat a moment to the villagers, who seated
outside their doors on Iarge wooden benches,
were enjoying their midday vefection. His
Sunday instruction, simple, but practical, had
o far mory « licacious cffect on the hearts of
bis congreg:tion than the sublime and ¢lo-
quent discourses ot Bossuet and Ifather
Lacordnire wonld have had. This veteran
ecclesinstic was decorated with the Legion
of Honour and upon his left breast he
carricd n fold of scarlet ribbon, which
quickly atiracted nttention from the striking
contrast between tho scarlet and the blackstutl
suitane. )

How this stmple priest, living in an
obscure village, hnd attained this mark of
distinction, was the question I asked of
one of the pensants, and this is what he told
me i—
