A FATHER'S AWFUL CRIMB.

After Attempting to Murder All His Family
He Kills Himselt.

GeAND Rarips, Mich., Nov. 5.—Haggal
Westbrook, & farmer, of Vergennes towanehip,
about twenty miles from tho city, arose ehort-
ly after four o'clock this merning, lighted a
small lamp, left on the stand by hia wife the
night before, dressed himaclf and thea went
to the kitchun, where be found en ordinary
carpenter’s hammer. He returned to the
bedrocm and with the hammer dealt hls sleep-
ing wile three terrible blows upon the fore-
head. He left her unconeclous and apparent-
ly dead and went to an adjoining room, coou-
pled by hie three daunghtere, the youngeat hut
two yesro old, and the olcest fifteen, struck
them ope after the other with the deadly
hammer a3 he had thelr mother u fow minutes
before, and left them for dead.

The father woas not yet through with bis
horrible work; one more of his fumily was
left, & son of sevonteen, who acenpiod a room
up stalrs. Taking the lamp In one hand and
currying the blood atained hammer in ths
other the father wont in search cf the boy,
He wai fast asleep In his bed, with his fuce
toward the wall, The father turned the Jad
over upon his back withont awakenicg him
the better to sbrike, and agaln used the dead-
ly hammer. His aim was defoctive, however:
inatead of strikiog full and equare, as ho in-
tended, the blow glanced off and only icflict.
ed & alight brufee, juat sufficient to arouse the
boy, who, sesing the hammer uplifted for
anether blow, grasped the weapon and after
& despsrate struggio wrenched it from his
father's hand.

THE SON’S TERRIBLE DISCOVERY.

The father did not remain fo the room or
renew his murderous atiack, bat fled, leaving
the iamp behind. The son fnllowed, and ia
pazsing the mothor's room discovered the
tragedy that had been enacted whils hs was
asleep, He hastened ont doors to arouss the
neighbors by ringing the farm bell. Ashe
ran out he stumbled over the dead body of
bis father stretchod on the kitchon floer.
After doing his best to extermlaate his family
Weatbrook put an end to his own life by cat-
tlog hie throat with u razor. The youngest
of the thres daaghters died early in the fore-
hoon, another dled this afternoon and the
‘third ocannet live. The mother's ekull i
dangeronsly fractured, and her recovery is
doubiful, The eon i not seriously hart.

Westhrook was 34 yeara old, owned a
handsome farm o} 160 acres, mostly improv-
ed, and waa censidered well to de and pras-
perous. His famlly relatlons were harmoni-
ous and to his friends he always seemed
bappy and contented. Abont six montha
ago he met with elight financial reverses
through bad businees msnagemeat, and al-
though nothing poaitive is known, it is sup-
poeed there difficulties preyed on his mind
and finally affected his brain, Insanity le
the only explanation the neighbors can give
for the tragedy.’

Lured to Their Ruin.

ToroxTo,Nov. §. —Some months ago an ad-
vertinement appeared ip the Toronto dallies
for young girls to take lucrative pesitions fo
the Western States, and a large number of
Torento girls applied for positions, Abont
n dozen of the applicants were engaged and
handed ever toa woman whom they wers in-
trodnced to by the agent, and under her
guldance they left Toronte. The girls wera
told that they would be first sent to Chicago,
and after that distributed by employment
agents to various parta ef the country acaoerd-
ing to their cholce, bnt thia promise waz never
fulfilled. From Chlcago the glrle were ship-
ped to Denver, Ool. On the firat night of
their arrival in Denver they ware driven ont
some dlstance in the country on the pretence
of belng talken to a large hotel. Thay halted
for the night at a lamber camp, The girla
were then drugged and debauched and were
foroed to remaln In the lumber camp en
paln of death {f escape was attempted. For
two months the girls were subjzoted to the
most inhuman treatment, and tinally five of
the Toronto girls escaped. Three of them
found work kn Qhleago, where they are now
living, while the othor two arrlved In Toron-
to this morning and told thoir wosful stery
to their relatives, The girls are ot re.
spectable families and their names are wiih-
held,

It is sald the woman Is on her way to Le-
routo to securs a freeh supply.

LoursviLLe, November 6.—In the Law and
Equity Court to-dsy Judge Toney granted a
divorce to Carrle Ashby Stultz, and at the
same tlme rang down the curtain on a sensa-
tional and orlminal romance. Mrs, Stultz Is
only 14 years of age, but she kus had more
experience then many gray-halred women,
Last winter she eloped with Joe Stultz, a
cougin, who had a handsome face and & rsoerd
which included one divores and onre homicide.
She waa osught by her father and returned
home, Later, on March 12, she again eleped,
and this time was married to Stuliz. She re-
tarned home for parental forgiveness, but it
did not come, Instead, Mr, Ashby, her
father, had his son-in-law arrested, charged
with abduotion, and prosecuted his case sc
thoroughly that be ment hia new son-in-law
and $he sun-in-law’s best {rlend, Dacle Huat,
to the penitentiary for fifteen years for per-
jary and abduction, The couri grasted the
geparation asked for on the ground tha: the
gizl belng uander fourtesn years of age was
incapable, In tho eyes of the Iaw, of contract-
fng & marrlage.

DOMAIN OF SCIENCE.

Parlor Electricity—A New Found Organ of
Sense—Comporition of Diamonds~Notes

—
PARLOR ELECTRICITY,

A very simple apparatus for obtalning an
electric spark is made by a German physioist.
Round the center of s pommon lamp-chimyey
is pasted u strip of tin foll, and ancther atrlp
s pasted from one end of the chimney to
within a quarter of an inck of this ring. Then
8 plece of silk Is wrapped arcund a brush,and
the iaterior of the chimney Israhbed briskly.
Ip the dark a bright electric spark may be
seen to pasa from one plece of tin-foll to the
other each time the brush Is with drawn from
the chimney. Many other experiments can
be tried with this spparatus.

A NEW FOUND ORGAN OF SENSE,

Daring the last few years certain physinlo-
glets have been werking out a curleus puzzls
snd have fourd that a remarkable organ—-x-
isting notonly in man but in all mammnala and
In blrdn and most fishee—is the seat of a
special sense. This organ is a membrane of
tha head ledged in & bony Jabyrinth consiss.
ing ol a vestibule and tbree semlicircular
canals aud contluwons with the cavity oon-
taining the hearlog apparatus, The organ
was [ong suppostd to play some part In  the
perception of soand, but 1t bas now been de-
monatrated by Mach and othera that its func-
tion is to show us both the directlon and tho
asmount of &l rotaticns performed by the head
or by head and body togsther.

for January , end 736 for July; of North
Amerioa, 40 deg. 16.3 dog. and 67.5 deg ; of
South Amerlea, 73 4 deg. 77.2 deg. and 69 6
deg. ; of Alrlca, 79 5 deg, 74 7 deg. and S0.S§
deg. ; of Australia, 72.1 deg, 34 9deg. and
61.5 deg. The greatest cold known occurs at
Woerkojansk, Siberia, Inlatitude 67 deg. 34
min. N. longitudo 133 deg. 51 min. E. and at
aboot 350 feet obove aca-level, Manthly
meaus of 53 deg. occar In Dacembar. Minima
of 76 deg. are uvsual for the three winter
months, Dacember to February ; and in 1586
March had sleo a minlnum of 77 deg., while
In January, 1553, the temperature of 89 deg.
wag recorded.

COMPOSITION OF DIAMONDS,

There har always been somewhat of a mya-
tery attached to the gumestion of .what a
dlamond Is composed, though 1772 in Hamphry
Davy completed experiments which upset
toveral old-fashioned theories on the subjaet,
He burned a dlamond in oxygen and the pro
dnct wan oarbonfo acid gas, clesrly proving
that carbon was the gem's sole constitoent.
In 1840 Jamas and Staea completed a zeries
¢f very interesting experlmonts and setablish-
ed the fact that, althongh a diamand can be
consumed by combinatien in the open afr,
no amount of heat will effeot it it in a sealed
varsel from which the air has been pumped.
When burning a dismend blazee freely,
emitting a dazzling epluttering white light,
too powertul to be looked at with lmpunity
by the naked eye.

THE FORCE OF DYNAMITE,

Dynamite Iz 80 Inatantansons In its action
that a green leaf can be comprensed into the
hariest oteel before it has had time to flatten,
Oae of the experiments at_the unitsd States
Torpedo Works was to place some lsaver be-
twoen twe heay flat plecea of iron plrtes to-
gether, A charge was placed upon them by
compressing the gun ocotten into a cylindrical
form about one inch thick and three or four
In diameter, tbrough the centre of whioh a
hole is made for & cap of fulminate of mer-
cury, by which the gun ootton Is exploded,
The reaction was 8sc great, from merely be-
Ing exploded in the epen alr, that one ot the
fron pleces was driven down upon the other
so quickly and with eunch torce, that it
cought an impreasion of tha leavea before they
could escape, — Portland Transcript.

Prcfessor Newton estimates that 400,000,000
meteors fall to the earth anonally,

“In a fow years,” says Mr, Edison, ‘‘the
world will be just like one big ear ; it will be
nnsafe to epeak In & house until one has ex-
mined tho walls and furnitore for concealed
phonegraphs.”

A further step towards the artificlal pro-
dadtion of the diamonds has been made by
pazelng an electric carrent through carbon
elactrodes In cell a contalning fine white sand
and electrolyte, the whole belog under con-
siderable pressure.

Ruonning makes a pereon warm because of
the inhalation of an increassd amount of air,
cauelng the blcod to paes more rapidly
through the lungs.  The rapld inkalation of
air involves tho introductlen cf a greater
quantity of airinto the body, which renders
the combustion of the blood more rapld, and
the blood itoelf more beated, The quantity
of air breathed whilo ruonicg at the rate of
six miles an hour is six times that breathed
while walking at the rate ct one milean
hoar, The superfizous heat arieing from the
exertlon of running is diaposed of through
the skin by means of {norzased perepiration,
