simply fastonsd Inte a cork, the balb pro-
jecting below and protacted by a short cylln-
der of wood, This floated on the water acd
mode 1t easy to cook at any given tempera-
tare. This thermomete: was aleo huung in a
fight wire frame and used for teatlag the heat
of an oven,

Aunt to retarn, is there no way of cocking
that will keep In the meat all thess flavora
and salis nnd albumens, just as natare mixed
them ? Yen, there are tnree waye—frylog in
fat, baklog In an even and brolling over
cesla.

FRYING FAT

Weo will examine the ficet. 1f we plunge
a thin plece of meat, as a catlet costed with
egg and breadcrambs iate boiling fat, the
albumen en the surface, or rather that in
the sgg surrennding it, Ia cosgulated asin
beiling, but this time the outer rind pre-
servea tha julcee still better because the fat
will net mix with them as will watzr. Every
one knows how an oyster cocked in this way
rotaina fte julces.

BAKIYG MEAT,

When ws bake a piece of meat lo the even
we start the same way; we sear the outside
In fat, tarning the roast abeut in a small
gaantity of fat made hct in a kettle, we then
transfer it, still in a kettie er pan, to a het
oven where the process of ceoking is com-
pleted, but at short lntervals we molsten the
earface with the fat in the pan.

Ing part of It, and in changlog the chemical
character of small guantities of extractives,
thoe making the meat tasty, and se it hap-
pona that only a mild degrev of neat is passed
into the cert-e of the plece, Weo wounld hard-
ly believe that tne lnside of a reast with ite
light pink oolor registers only 1G0 by the
thermometer, yet this can be proved by any
one with a léng chemlist’s thermometer. Al
though some ol the water of gur meat has
evaporated, ths exiractives and rmalts are
retalned to a larger extent than in bolling.

BROILING,

In broiling the principle Is exactly the same
ag In baklng, the cocking belng dene by the
medium of heated air, The dry heat of tae
coals affeste the outer layer of the: ieat az
does the het alr In the oves, Io both theae
methode, jast a3z {o bolling, we try to hold
the temperatare ol our cocking medinm jurt
high enough to keep the heas travel:ny to-
ward the Inscrior of the meat.

We have now learned to cook the albumen
enongb, but nrt teo ma:h, and to keep the
favors of our meat ; what nbdout the csnneo-
tive tisaua, and hox hae that fared with our
diffarert modes-cf cooking ?

but atlll requlring long cooking to eoften the
connoactiva tissne, may be made into n etew
or ragent; or, {f the plece Ia latge and com-
pact, bollad in water; but mea: thas fu ten-
der and jaicy mbould boa oolled, baked or
broiled, choeélng oftenest tone Isst two
methods, because of tho more porfect reten-
tlon ef the jaices and tho fine flavor given to
the ounter layer.

From thly we
mast disgent, fHr it weuld coudemn us to
snch a mouetony sz would ba uncodurable,
avon o the psor. DBstter vometimes a smaller
plecs of brefled or baked ment with its dell-
olous and et'‘mulating flavor, nad make eur
anup of vegetables and msason it with herbs.

A LITTLE ENOWX LAND,

Sir William Moacgregor, Governor of Beit-
ieh Neic Guinea, recently went on an explor-
Ing expeditiou up the Fiy Rliver, He speaks
favorably of the natives of the larga lsland of
Kiwai, in the delta of the Fly, nowithatand.
ing thelr {llreputa as cannibaly, Tne island
is about thirtv six miles long, and two and a
half broad. Sir Willlam went round it twica
and walked across it once, vieltiog all the
villages, and was everywhere treated with
greay friendliness, The total population he
puts at five theusand, As sgricultarists, ba
cenalders they deserved great credlt; they
produce large quantities of vegetable feod.
The cultivation of the banapa receives from
them much attentlon. In a vocabulary of
thelr language which he compiled, there 1s a
st of not fewer tban thirty.six different var-
{etlvs of banana ; and from personal exper-
lencs, he could testify that the distinotiona
were not fancifal, but Indloate real, substan-
tial differonces, Seme of the varieties, he
saye, are very goed. Tney alse plant and
cuitivate sago-trees, of which they distin-
guleh twenty-five varietles ; of yams they
grew twenty kinds, three ef which are re-
markably good ; and of sweet potatees ten,
two of which ara sulted for exportation. It
{s rtrange that a people eo far advanced in
thls respect should be very deficient in other
Industries commen in races at a similar stage
of culture. They posses, for example, no
koowladge of pottery. The sole uvensil, used
as bockes, baain, bowl and plate, iz a large
slipper-shell. Its name la wedere and the
consequance is that the Kiwal native has no
other name than wed:re for all our pets and
