Hodgins, but commonly known as Ryerson’s ¢ AMan
Friday” Him did the great Chief of the Depart-
ment lately summon to his sublime presence; and
with him did the Rev. Mr, Ryerson take sweet coun-
sel on the feasibility of carrying into execution the
vast idea with which his own gigantic intellect was
engrossed.

Ryerson to the ill-starred artist, to the effect that,
since no orders could be obtained, or sale for the
Bust eflected,.it was to be sent up to the Education
Office. This order was complied with; and if any
of your readers chance to be passing the Normal
School—there, if they will but step in, and in the
large Hall of that establishment, may their eyes be
gratified at all hours of the day, in the contempla~
tion of the features of the Chief Superintendent of
Education for Canada West.

In the mean time—a0 I am informed—the artist
bas not received the price of his labors, and the
Bust of the Great Ryerson, remains still unpaid for.
This dear Mr. Editor I tell you in strict confidence.

SEPARATE SCHOOLS.

19 the Editor of the True Wilness.
QOshawa, C.W., July 21st, 1858.

Dear Sim—There can be no deaying the fact,
that our Catholic children are placed in & most dan-
gerous position, both in and out of school, particu-
larly in rural districts, surrounded as they are by
fanatics of every class, Not even the little Pic-nics
that are got up, where children assemble for friend-
ship and amusement, but advantage is taken of, by
prowling wolves under the name of preachers, to in-
Bult Catholics and traduce their religion. This we
have witnessed a few days ago at a Pic-Nic in this
village, where & large number of respectable people
of all classes were assembled, with children of cvery
denon:ination. About the close of the business the
meeting was addressed by some of the Rev. gentle-
men who occupied the platform; among the rest, by
Elder Heywood, a Baptist from the State of New
York. 1n the course of his discourse he was inter-
rupted by the Chairman for some cxtraneons views
he had uttered ; and for want of argument to main-
tain his point, and to escape from the dileroms, ke
turned on Popery, and the Catholic separate school e

'had passed on his way to the Pie-Nic. This soon nl-

layed the strife, and our Yankee was allowed to pro-
ceed with his discourse, which he did with redoubled
vigor; piaying the most fantastic tricks, sometimes
jumping nearly three feet high, with hands erect,and
fingers quivering a3 if electritied, so that one would
imagine he was going to invade the clouds, or scale
the seven heavens of Mahomet at o bound. I should
like to know if this be Elder Heywaod, the Baptist,
who deserted his consumptive wife, and made ap ap-
pointment to elope with Sarah Blancbard, of Delhi,
N. Y. ; but who, the plot being discovered, was lock-
ed up, and he booted out of town, whilst the people
afterwards hung and burned his effigy. If he be the
Rev. gontlemun of thet name whom we had at the
Pic-Nie, the people of Delhi would have compliment-
ed nature very much by burning the substance in-
stead of the shadow ; for if ugliness be a mortal sin,
lie hes a bad chance of salvation. The next speaker
wia3 so hard on Catholics, that two of the most re-
spectable men in the village, Epglishmen of the
Established Church, withdrew in disgust along with
the writer. These are the parties that have charge
of our Common Schools and public money ;—these
are the guides to whom the education of our Catho-
lic childrea is confided ; and can any doubt be enter-
tained of their tender minds being contaminated
where such influences prevail ?

Nor is it & matter of surprise that so many obsta-
cles are thrown in the way of separate schools; and
that the honest minded Protestants of the English
Cliurch, as well ag the Catholics, should be singled
out as the objects of reseatment for attempting to
educate their own children according to their own
wishes. Religionand parental respect, which every
well disposed Protestant as well as Catholic musi
admit as necessary elemenis in the education of young
children, have been bapished from the Commeon
Scheols by those methodless Methodists, who are
every day changiong; but nothing can make them
relax their grasp of the public money or public edu-
cation. And in order {o maintain their system of
education inviolable, they will set forth the most
barefaced lies in their newspapers to show that Ca-
tholics arc opposed to separate schoo's. I shall just
mention one fact in confirmation of what 1 have
stated.

Abour the first of January last, the Catholics of !

this village attempted to open a separate school, but
from causes which it i3 not necessary to state at
present, they failed in the attempt; and what was
the result? Ina few days after, an article appeared
in the Toronto Globe, in which it wes impudently
stated that the Catholies were altogether opposed to
Separate schools ; and that the Priests wanted the
authority of the Legislature to compel Catholics to
sapport these schools. The writer gave his authority
in the following woras of the Rev. Mr. Thornton of
this Township :—

“ The Catholics of Oshawa (@ numerous body) ure
quile opposed to sepurale schools ; and some cven speak
unsparingly respecting the evil ¢ the powers thal be’ ure
causing by the position taken on this subject.”

But the Catholics of Oshawa have now contra-
dicted those false statements. They have established
& separate school, and will support it; and they had
o just right to separate schools, if the facts above
stated never occurred. For about the first of April
last, there was an assistant teacher required, in ad-
dition to the three anti-Catholic teachers already em-
ployed in the schools. The Catholics having s teach-
er of their own creed in attendance, and sending
about seventy pupils to the school, wanted to have
him employed; but no; it was a female that was
wanted. There was one of the Trustees & Catholic,
but he had no children to send to school; and so
great was his confidence in the Common school sys-
tem, that he was as much opposed to the appoint-
ment of a Catholic teacher as the rest of the Trus-
tees. The Catholics, from this circumsiance, were
led utonce to conclude that there was something
doubtful lurking at the bottom of this so-called sys-
tem of liberal education; and at once wilhdrew
their children from the central school, and opened a
separate school for themselves, at their own expense.
A few, whose confidence could not be shaken, con-
tinned at thc Common school—not that they ever
gpoke evil of the “ powers that be,” as the Rev. Mr,
Thornton stated—till their confidence was abused,
and then they left in disgust and sorrow, at the insults
offered to their religion and country. And it is the
gsame in sl the schools that are under the cantrol of
such teachers and trustees ; for if they do not give
open insult, they will do worse in an indirect way:
they will cajole the children into their views if pos-
sible, and destroy their religion under the guise of
impartial cducation. Nor would their deceitful prac-
tices have been delected in Oshawn school, Lut
for the courage of Miss Leonard, and the pa-
triotism of Miss Muleahy. ButI have irespassed too
long on your valuable apace ; and, with your permis-
sion, I shall, in my next letter, offer some further re-
marks on the working of the Common school system,
both here and in Ireland, and give some facts more
startling than anything Jstated ai present.—Yours
very respectfully, F. C.

But itis conceded
by the advocates of both theories, that our position,
in reference to revenue and other countries, is such
as to reander our adoption of the # Free Trade” po-
licy in its integrity impossible ; and a compromize be-
tween the two opposite theories, called * Incidental
Protection,” bas hitherto received upproval ; but thut
policy i3 so uncertain in its duration, and variable in
its details, that it has given rise to mauy cvils which
might, perhaps, have been avoided. My opinion is,
that gur posilion in reference te othier countries, more
particulurly the neightoring Republic, eminently a
commercial country, and with which the large ma-
jority ot our comimercial transactions are undoubt-
edly oceurring, is suchi as to render it advisable to
adopt u system of reciprocity of duties; or, in other
words, assimilate our Customs Tariff' to that of the
[nited States, in so far 43 it allects such artigles as
are, or can be, advantageously produced in Canada :
such reciprocity of dutics, or assimilation of Tariff,
to ba the well understood fiscal policy of the coun-
try, extending even to perfect Free Trade, whenever
the United States chooses to adopt such a policy. [
do not stop liere to enquire how fiur such 2 policy on
our part wonid meet the approvai of the Imperinl
Goveroment, or how far our Coastitution would al-
Jow us to proceed in such a direction ; fully believ-
ing that any diflicultics which may possibly exist,
could be overcome, My political position is one
strictly independent af either party of the parties
known as Ministerialists and Oppositionists; and
should I be clected, I shall oceupy an independent
position ; prepared to do my duty to my constitucuts
aad the country, without reference to wintever party
may occupy the Treasury benches, not lending my
vote or intluence to factions mevements of any kind.
There is one great question before the country, upon
which it is incumbent on me to declare my views—
viz., the question of * Represeutation based upon Po-
pulation.” On looking back from the Union of Up-
per and Lower Canada to the passage of the Act
changing the Constitution of the Legislative Coun-
cil in 1854, we find that the principle of Federalism,
or perfect equality of the two Provinces, has been
the bagis of the Coustitution and all political chunges
and arrangements which have been made ; henee the
question of Representation based upon Population,
involves a total change of the Constitution; and
however correct in the absiract that mode of Repre-
sentation may be, it certainly is not applicable to our
circumstances and political position.

{ am in favor of the most perfect equality of rights,
privileges, aud immunities of &ll classes, in reference
to Educational and Religious convictions ; and pledge
myself to use my influence and vote, if elected, in
favor of any class who may be found not in thefull
epjoyment of such eguality of rights. 1am opposed
to all Secret-Politico-Religious Societies. You are
aware of the promineht part which I have taken
in reference to the Xxtension of the Harbor in Monl-
real, and the erection of Docks by means of a Canal
debouching at Hochelaga Bay ; and in opposition to
the plan locating such works at Pointe St. Clarles.
I shall continue my exertions to that end, and spare
no pains to accomplish the object in view.
