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(c) "dependant" means the spouse of a member of the Canadian personnel,the child of this member or of the spouse of said member or any other personrecognized as a dependant by relevant regulations of the Government ofCanada.

ARTICLE VI
1. The Government of Canada shall ensure that Canadian firms, Canadian-personnel and their dependants undertake:

(a) not to interfere in the internal affairs of the People's Republic of China;

(b) to respect the laws, applicable rules and regulations of the People's Republicof China as well as the customs of the country;

(c) not to engage in any gainful occupation other than that to which they havebeen assigned under a subsidiary arrangement or loan agreement concludepursuant to this Agreement;

(d) to cooperate in a spirit of mutual confidence with the official agencies ofthe People's Republic of China.

2. The Government of China shall inform Canadian firms and Canadianpersonnel of the laws, regulations, and customs which may concern them in theperformance of their functions to facilitate their complying with the obligations whichshall be placed upon them in accord with paragraph 1 of this Article.

ARTICLE VII

1. The Government of China shall indemnify the Government of Canada, itsemployees, agents or servants, from civil liability for acts or omissions occurring inthe execution of any project established under a subsidiary arrangement or loanagreement concluded pursuant to this Agreement.

2. Except as may otherwise be provided in contracts between the Governmentof Canada, the Government of China or their agencies and corporations, on the onehand, and Canadian fîrms on the other hand, the Government of China shallindemnify Canadian firms and Canadian personnel from civil liability for acts oromissions occurring in the performance of their functions in China except where itis legally established that such acts or omissions result from or are attributable togross negligence or willful misconduct on their part. The foregoing indemnity provisionshall not apply to commercial Canadian firms.

3. The Government of China shall facilitate the repatriation of Canadianpersonnel and of their dependants in cases where, in the opinion of the Governmentof Canada or the Government of China, the life or safety of said personnel and oftheir dependants are endangered as a result of events occurring inside China.
