Vertical aerial photography is most suited to acquiring coverage for areas,
rather than individual objects (Figure 13). Vertical aerial photographs are usually
acquired in strips to provide continuous coverage of the terrain along the aircraft’s
flight path. Adjacent flight lines are used to provide complete coverage for large
areas. They will typically be acquired with overlap between adjacent photographs
for stereoscopic viewing.

Equipment that has been destroyed according to a treaty could be displayed
out in the open, and then vertical aerial photography could be acquired to provide
a permanent record. The area coverage provided by the photographs is ideal for
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
