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4. Before taking any action which may result in a legal obligation to make available to a
third party information provided in confidence under this Agreement, the Parties
competition authorities shall consult one another and give due consideration to their

respective important interests.

5. Information received by a Party under this Agreement, apart from information received
under Article I, shall only be used for the purpose of enforcing that Party's competition
laws. Information received under Article II shall only be used for the purpose of this

Agreement.

6. A Party may require that information furnished pursuant to this Agreement be used
subject to the terms and conditions it may specify. The receiving Party shall not use such
information in a manner contrary to such terms and conditions without the prior consent

of the other Party.
XI. EXISTING LAW

Nothing in this Agreement shall require a Party to take any action that is inconsistent with
Ats existing laws, or require any change in the laws of the Parties or of their respective
provinces or Member States.
